FOREIGN POLICY AND ECONOMIC COMPONENT
OF LITHUANIAN-UKRAINIAN RELATIONS AT THE END
OF THE XX - BEGINNING OF THE XXI CENTURY

Abstract

The purpose of the study is to present the trends in foreign policy and trade and economic at the end
of the XX — beginning of the XXI centuries. The key task of the research is the analysis of the structure
and development of trade and economic relations between Lithuania and Ukraine. The methodology
is based on the general scientific principles of historicism and objectivity, which are implemented
through the methods of historical, systemic-political, comparative and geopolitical analysis, which in
turn allows us to identify, on the basis of events and facts, general patterns and features of the formation
and development of Lithuanian-Ukrainian relations in the economic sphere. To solve the tasks set,
special scientific research methods were also used: historical-genetic, historical-typological, problem-

chronological, as well as methods of systematization, periodization, analysis and synthesis. Scientific
novelty. A comprehensive picture of the dynamics of Lithuanian-Ukrainian relations in the foreign policy
and economic spheres of the specified period is highlighted. Their development in the pan-European
context is demonstrated, taking into account the geopolitical priorities of Lithuania and Ukraine. Research
results. Foreign trade cooperation is one of the main components of foreign economic relations between
the two countries, namely, in the context of the rapid development of globalization processes, which
determines the urgency of tasks related to the search for new sources of strengthening competitiveness,
as well as partners in cooperation with whom it would be possible to bring modernization and economic
development closer. It is determined that an important role in the formation and coordination of interstate
relations was played by the Intergovernmental Ukrainian-Lithuanian Commission on Trade, Economic,
Scientific and Technical Cooperation. It is emphasized that a positive example of cooperation between
Ukraine and Lithuania can be seen as an example of using the past to strengthen interstate relations in
Central and Eastern Europe.

THE PHILOSOPHY OF THE ARCHITECTURAL HERITAGE

Abstract

complexity, scientificity, and the use of general scientific (analysis, synthesis, generalization) and special
historical methods. In conducting this study, the author used general historical methods of historiographic,
comparative, and terminological analysis. Scientific novelty. It is determined by the fact that this is one
of the first attempts at a comprehensive analysis of historical research on prominent German figures.
The study examines the peculiarities of assessing the architectural work of Johann Gottfried Schodel. It
is noted that prosopographical research helps to comprehensively and with greater probability study the
life and activities of entire German families from the standpoint of not only biographical facts, but also
taking into account a large set of data, such as social ties, preferences, political views, etc. It is noted
that prosopographic research methods helped us to create a portrait of the German master J. G. Schodel.

EXPOSING THE HYPOCRISY SLAVOPHILES
OF THE TARAS SHEVCHENKO HISTORIOSOPHY

Abstract

The purpose of the study is to analyze the works of Taras Shevchenko in terms of the poet’s
criticism of Slavophiles and to highlight the Great Kobzar’s journalism on the issues of national
identity of the Ukrainian people and their right to original development. The methodology is based
on the microhistorical approach. It applies an integrated approach to the study of the research material
using such methods as: descriptive, biographical, intertextual, comparative-historical, comparative-
typological method. This made it possible to fully reveal the range of problems related to the subject of
the study. Scientific novely. Based on the analysis of Taras Shevchenko’s works, it was found that the
unambiguous attribution of the poet to Ukrainophiles is not justified, although he was not a Slavophile
of the “Moscow” model. In analyzing Kobzar’s attitude to Russian Slavophilism, the author took into
account a set of parameters of this phenomenon, generated by the socio-political realities of the time.
Instead, the exposure of the hypocrisy of Russian Slavophiles in the Great Kobzar’s works was evidence
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that the Slavic idea was only a basis for Ukrainian self-awareness for him. Conclusions. It is emphasized
that the worldview of Taras Shevchenko is based on a hierarchical approach to understanding the essence
of man, which enabled him to comprehend the process of life of a Ukrainian person in the context of an
impersonal and personal paradigm of being. The study concludes that Taras Shevchenko pointed out ways
to build a strong and independent Ukrainian state. The Great Kobzar saw the causes of the tragedies of the
Ukrainian people in fratricidal wars, the inability to forgive and repent of their own sins, ambition and a
tendency to betray, and the cunning of some representatives of the Ukrainian people. Taras Shevchenko
called on Ukrainians to unite, which was to make Ukraine one of the most powerful states in the world,
and his creative heritage reflects the national outlook of Ukrainians in the XIX century.

Keynesian principles in real life and assess their effectiveness in combating economic problems, and
the modelling method to use economic models. Scientific novelty. The article analyzes the Keynesian
economic theory in historical and modern contexts, examines the views of critics of Keynesian theory,
assesses its adaptation to new economic conditions and practical application in economic management in
the context of globalization and crises. Research results. It is proved that in today’s environment, when
there are global economic crises, economic inequality and military conflicts, the study of Keynesian
approaches, in particular fiscal and monetary incentives, which become the basis for economic policies
of countries to overcome the consequences of global crises, becomes relevant.

HISTORICAL FACTORS OF RAPPROCHEMENT BETWEEN
DPRK AND RUSSIA AS PREREQUISITES FOR NORTH
KOREA’S MILITARY PARTICIPATION
IN THE WAR IN UKRAINE

Abstract

The purpose of the article is to analyze the historical factors of the political and economic
rapprochement between the two dictatorial regimes of the DPRK and Russia, which led not only to
isolation and sanctions by the international community, but also to the direct participation of the North
Korean military on the side of Russia in the war in Ukraine. The methodology of the article is based on
a systematic methodological approach. Elements of the historical, comparative and legal methodological
approaches are also applied. The legal methodological approach was used in analyzing the laws and
regulatory framework on this issue. Among other scientific methods, the following were used: system
analysis, synthesis, classification and typologization, extrapolation in relation to institutional forms, the
method of information monitoring, collection of statistical material on the issue, etc. Scientific novely.
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Based on the analysis of available sources, the author identified the reasons that led to the intensification
of cooperation between the DPRK and Russian regimes not only in the exchange of experience in the
development of military technologies and scientific and technical developments, but also stimulated the
direct participation of the DPRK military on the side of Russia in the war with Ukraine. Conclusions. It is
determined that the key historical factor in the political and economic rapprochement between the DPRK
and Russia was the failure of the Hanoi Summit in 2019, after which North Korea, according to “Plan B”,
chose an aggressive offensive strategy against South Korea, and began to implement a strategy of sharp
rapprochement with Russia and a strategy of strengthening its nuclear missile forces. It is emphasized
that the consequences of such rapprochement, and especially the direct participation of the North Korean
military on the side of Russia in the war in Ukraine, actualize the threat to freedom and democracy from
dictatorial regimes, the threat of aggravation of the situation not only on the Korean Peninsula but also in
the whole world, which is also a threat of a third world war.

TOURIST TERMINOLOGY IN TEACHING ENGLISH IN
UKRAINIAN HIGHER EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS :
HISTORY AND MODERNITY

Abstract

The aim of the publication is to analyse the effectiveness of using tourist terminology as a tool for
learning English, in particular in the context of teaching students of different levels in Ukraine. The article
discusses the importance of tourist vocabulary for the development of language competences, its role
in motivating students, as well as the possibilities of integrating this topic into curricula. The research
methodology is based on the analysis of scientific works and empirical studies, as well as the integration
of modern pedagogical approaches to foreign language learning by Ukrainian students. The methods used
are analysis, synthesis, comparison and research of real-life examples of using tourist vocabulary in the
classroom. The scientific significance of the work lies in the fact that it reveals new approaches to the
systematic analysis of tourist terminology as a powerful tool for the development of English, in particular
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in terms of its integration into the curriculum for students of different levels. The impact of using tourism
topics on the development of students’ language skills and intercultural competence is considered. The
study also focuses on the possibility of using tourist vocabulary as a means of developing students’
communicative competence in an authentic language environment. The results of the research confirm
that tourist vocabulary helps to increase motivation to learn the language, allows students to practically
apply knowledge in real situations, such as travelling or serving tourists. The article also highlights that
tourist terminology is an effective tool for developing reading, listening, speaking and writing skills,
which ensures comprehensive acquisition of English. The systematic use of tourism terminology in the
educational process has been found to contribute not only to the acquisition of specialised vocabulary, but
also to the development of critical thinking and intercultural communication skills.

TOURISM AS A FACTOR IN THE IMPLEMENTATION OF
STATE HUMANITARIAN POLICY IN UKRAINIAN HISTORY

Abstract

The purpose of the article is to study tourism through the prism of the general concept of state
humanitarian policy. The methodological basis for this study is the comparative and analytical methods,
the principle of historicism and scientific objectivity. The analysis of the activities of European tourism
organizations was used as the basis for identifying the results of the comparative research method. In
general, the article uses statistical, comparative, systematic methods of analysisScientific novelty. The
role of tourism in the system of state humanitarian policy is determined. For the first time at the scientific
level, the role and significance of tourism in the propagandistic and counter-propagandistic objectives
of an authoritarian state’s humanitarian policy have been analyzed. The deliberate inclusion of material
from the PhD dissertation “Youth Tourism in Ukraine in the 1970s—1980s” provides grounds to conclude
that the analysis of propagandistic and counter-propagandistic methods of “Suputnyk”-style tourism
represents a continuation of the academic exploration of the themes declared in the dissertation research.
Conclusions emphasize the significant component of tourism in the system of humanitarian policy of
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countries. The study contributes to a comprehensive understanding of the essence of the Soviet Union
and the countries of the empire. It is important that the study of these issues is conducted in a temporal
dimension, emphasizing the historical-dialectical dynamics. This approach reveals the multifaceted nature
of tourism and its impact on the development processes of societies and nations, possessing comparative
potential. In the context of Russia’s aggressive policy against Ukraine, which has chosen the path of
European integration and democracy in its development, the study of the issues addressed in this article
holds strategic significance for the practice of scientific research in the field of state humanitarian policy,
particularly within the post-Soviet space. The results of the study provide insight into how tourism can be
used for political purposes under totalitarian regimes—as a tool of propaganda and counter-propaganda.

TOPONYMY OF THE CITY OF CHERKASY AND ITS ENVIRONS IN THE SCIENTIFIC
HERITAGE OF UKRAINIAN LOCAL HISTORIAN M. F. PONOMARENKO

Abstract

The purpose of the article is to study the scientific work of the famous Ukrainian local historian
Mykhailo Fedorovych Ponomarenko on relevant issues of toponymy of Cherkasy and its environs.
Research methodology. While working on the topic, general scientific methods of scientific analysis
and synthesis, as well as biographical and chronological methods of historical research were used. The
academic novelty. The article first characterises M. Ponomarenko’s approaches to the study of toponyms
as a source for the reconstruction of historical, socio-economic, migration and ethno-cultural processes.
Attention is paid to the scientific heritage of the researcher, in particular his articles “On the Name
of the City of Cherkasy” (1988) and “Cherkasy: the Secret of the Toponym” (1991). In these works,
M. Ponomarenko examined the origin of toponyms in detail, the historical contexts of their formation and
transformation, as well as the peculiarities of the functioning of geographical names over the centuries.
Results of the study. It has been found that M. Ponomarenko critically rethought the established
hypotheses about the etymology of place names, based on historical documents, archaeological finds and
linguistic analysis. The article contains M. Ponomarenko’s main hypotheses about the origin of these place
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names, their connection with ethnographic groups, historical events, anthroponyms, and natural features
of the area. The author examines the toponymic research of the local historian on the names of settlements
and geographical objects of Cherkasy region. In particular, the author analyzes his research on Cherkasy
neighborhoods (“Mytnytsia”, “Dakhnivka”), villages (Buzukiv, Geronimivka, Khatske, Khudyky,
Dubiivka, Kumeika, Leski, Verguny, Budyshche) and natural objects (Irdyne). The conclusions of the
study confirm the significance of M. Ponomarenko’s scientific work for the development of Ukrainian
toponymy. The use of his methodological approach can contribute to the expansion of knowledge about
the origin of place names and their role in the cultural and historical heritage of Ukraine.

The development of the creative sector ensures close interaction between representatives
of culture, business, education and local communities, which is an important factor in sustainable
development. It has been determined that creative tourism is characterized by a focus on the active
participation of tourists in the cultural and creative life of the destination, activates social interaction,
stimulates innovation in tourism practices and contributes to the formation of sustainable models of
territorial development. The creative potential in tourism can be effectively realized through the use
of the historical and cultural heritage of the territories. It has been established that the participation of
tourists in local festivals is a positive practice, which intensifies the development of related industries,
such as gastronomy, hotel and restaurant business, transport, souvenir production, etc. Creative tourism
should be seen as a tool for economic development, particularly in rural areas. Individual creative
routes involving local people are gaining popularity. Ethnic camps and educational residences occupy a
separate niche in the context of creative tourism.

TOURISM AS A FACTOR OF RAPPROCHEMENT BETWEEN
CENTRAL ASIA, THE USA, THE EUROPEAN UNION
AND UKRAINE IN RECENT HISTORY

Abstract

The purpose of this article is to study the prospects for cooperation between the Central Asian states,
the United States of America and the European Union in the tourism sector in the context of the Russian-
Ukrainian war. The methodological basis of the study is the principles of objectivity, historicism, and
axiology.Depending on the research tasks, both universal methods of scientific knowledge and methods
specific to specific sciences were used, including methods of analysis, synthesis, deductive, historical
and chronological, synchronous, geopolitical, and civilizational approach. Scientific novely. The author
analyzes the place of tourism as a factor of “soft power” in the process of rapprochement between the
United States and the European Union with the states of the Central Asian region at the present stage
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in the context of the Russian Federation’s large-scale aggression against Ukraine. Conclusions. The
Russian-Ukrainian war, despite its geographical remoteness from the region under study, has contributed
to the diversification of the foreign policy orientations of Central Asian states. Not wanting to turn into
satellites of the People’s Republic of China or the Russian Federation, and given the need to overcome
the consequences of the coronavirus pandemic for national economies, the states of the region have
taken important steps towards rapprochement with democratic Western countries. Tourism is one of the
main areas of cooperation. In order to develop it, the Euro-Atlantic community has initiated a number of
programs designed to promote the development of the tourism sector in Central Asian countries. Given
the changing priorities of the Central Asian states for Ukraine, strengthening ties in the tourism sector
with Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan, Turkmenistan, Tajikistan, and Kyrgyzstan may become a promising area
for restoring the national tourism industry after the end of a full-scale war.

DIGITAL DETERMINANTS

Abstract

digitalization of the higher education system and to substantiate practical recommendations for its
improvement in Ukraine. Methodology. In the course of the study, the path of dominance of the
principles and methods of cognition was chosen, the choice of which was determined by approaches
to the disclosure of the topic, the tasks and specifics of the sources. The principles of systematic,
cognitiveness, use of observation methods, comparison, analysis, synthesis, induction, deduction,
measurement and abstraction were used. Scientific novelty. The phenomenon of digitalization of higher
education in Ukraine and the world is analyzed. Learning management systems (Moodle, Canvas,
Google Classroom,) and educational content management systems (Zoom, Microsoft Teams, Google
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Drive, OneDrive, Unicheck, Strikeplagiarism), which form the technological foundation of digital
education in institutions in institutions of digital education in institutions, have been investigated.
Transformation processes, technological innovations and their impact on the academic environment
in the context of global EDTECH growth growth are systematized. Conclusions.It is determined that
in the period 2020-2024, higher education institutions of Ukraine went through a fundamental digital
transformation that changed approaches to teaching and learning. It is noted that more than 90% of
higher education institutions have successfully implemented digital technologies in their educational
processes. Digitalization has made it possible to overcome geographical barriers and create equal
opportunities for young people from different parts of the country, which contributes to the development
of human capital throughout Ukraine. The key areas of digital transformation of higher education
institutions should include the development of digital infrastructure (providing high-speed Internet
access for all higher education institutions, modernization of equipment, creation of digital competence
centers), improvement of the regulatory framework (regulation of distance and blended education,
digital identification and authentication, data protection and cybersecurity, recognition of digital
qualifications), as well as stimulating innovation and sharing of best practices through grant programs,
digital innovation competitions, creation of national repositories of open educational resources.

Abstract
The purpose of the study is to highlight the phenomenon of educational travel as a component of
the educational process in the history of Ukrainian Renaissance lands. Methodology. In the research
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process, the path of dominance of the principles and methods of knowledge was chosen, the choice of
which was determined by the approaches to the disclosure of the topic, the tasks set, and the specifics
of the sources. The principles of historicism and objectivity were used through the use of comparative-
historical, retrospective, historical-chronological methods and the method of source integrity. As part
of the study of the history of the formation of the Ukrainian Renaissance, general scientific research
methods are used, such as induction and deduction. The biographical method made it possible to
investigate the main features of the interaction of national and European culture through the prism of
the personal experience of outstanding representatives of Ukrainian humanism. Scientific novelty. The
educational component of the life of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania and the Kingdom of Poland (since
1569 — the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth), which in the specified period included some Ukrainian
lands, is analyzed, the influence of the Jesuit order on the formation of a new paradigm of education is
highlighted. t has been proven that although the territory of the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth was
part of the pan-European cultural and educational space, the process of spreading new educational forms
here was somewhat slower. This, in turn, contributed to the development of “targeted” educational
tourism for Ukrainian youth. Research results. In today’s conditions, when academic mobility is not
only one of the main features of the modern globalized world, but also a resource for the development
of both individuals and large social groups, the experience of the past has not lost its cognitive and
practical significance. The development of science, technology, and education in modern Ukraine (as
well as in any country that wants to belong to the “civilized world”) is impossible without migration
processes and cooperative ties with representatives of other cultures. It is mobility, as a characteristic
of a person, that is a necessary condition for the successful “fitting” of an individual into the modern
world. And in this, the study of the phenomenon of “travels for knowledge” can be important for
finding ways of effective educational policy in the future.

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STATE-FORMING ACTIVITIES OF LONGIN TSEGELSKY
DURING THE YEARS OF NATIONAL LIBERATION
STRUGGLES (1918-1921)

Abstract

The purpose of the article is to study the place and role of L. Tsegelskyi in the context of national
liberation struggles of Ukrainians, analysis of the main directions of his socio-political activity and their
interrelationships, as well as the formulation of broader conclusions regarding the political elite of that
time and the ways it chose to implement the tasks of the national movement. The methodological basis
of the research is based on the use of various general scientific and historical approaches. The basis of the
work is the principles of objectivity and historicism. The biographical method, which involves the study of
historical events through the prism of the lives and activities of individual figures, played an important role
in the research. Scientific novelty consists in a new approach to posing a problem and its comprehensive
disclosure, which includes a new understanding of facts and documents, their theoretical interpretation and
the development of one’s own explanatory model. The novelty of the research results lies in the inclusion
of new archival materials, publications, documents, press sources, memoirs and scientific literature in
scientific circulation. The results of the research show that Longyn Tsegelskyi was at the center of events
that influenced the formation of the Ukrainian national idea during the liberation struggle. Relying on the
serious research of Ukrainian historians, ethnographers and politicians, he substantiated the uniqueness
and independence of the Ukrainian nation, refuting the claims of Russian and Polish chauvinists about
the Ukrainian people as an unformed ethnic group, a part of other peoples. He greatly contributed to the
development of national consciousness, which became a decisive factor for the nation’s self-assertion.

Introduction. The analysis of the history of the liberation struggle of the Ukrainian
people for national and state independence in the early twentieth century requires a new, more
modern approach, and in some cases a revision of previously formed views. The activities
of cultural and public figures, politicians, and scholars are an important component of this
process, acting as a link between all research on this topic. In this regard, the significance of
Longyn Mykhailovych Tsehelskyi (August 29, 1875 — December 13, 1950) as an outstanding
figure of the Ukrainian revival requires a detailed and in-depth study. A comprehensive study
of his socio-political activity will allow us to better understand the essence of the national
liberation movement in Ukraine in the twentieth century and its individual directions.

The relevance of this article is enhanced by the insufficient development of the topic
in the scientific literature and the lack of a thorough and comprehensive study that would
focus on the socio-political, state-building and diplomatic activities of Longinus Tsegelski.
In the current conditions of development of historical biography, where the importance of the
individual in history is becoming increasingly prominent, the reproduction of L. Cegielski’s
biography in the context of the era and his state-building activities is of particular importance.

There are very few works devoted directly to L. Tsehelskyi and his activities in the
development of international relations of the ZUNR. The historiography of the issue is
poorly researched and small in scope, and there are practically no special scientific works
devoted to this issue. The book of memoirs by L. Tsehelskyi himself'is valuable (Tsehelskyi,
2003, p. 336). Quite interesting is the work of his son Yuriy-Mykhailo Tsehelski on the
genealogy and essence of the Tsehelski family (Tsehelski, 1992, p. 787). The diplomatic
activity of L. Tsehelski is reflected in some historical studies (Datskiv, Polich, 2015,
p. 108—121), (Zdorovieha, 2009, p. 42—44) characterizes the state-building work during the
Ukrainian Revolution — as a member of the Ukrainian National Council and the Ministries
of Foreign Affairs in the governments of the ZUNR and the UNR.

The purpose of the study is to objectively investigate the state-building activities of L.
Tsehelskyi during the national liberation struggle based on the analysis and processing of
a set of sources, modern methodological approaches and achievements of historiography.

Research methods and methodology. Our research is based on the use of a number of
general scientific and historical methods and approaches. The methods of analysis and synthesis
were used to study the content and features of L. Tsegelskyi’s political and social heritage. By
applying the methods of induction and deduction, the priority of the idea of reviving Ukrainian
statehood in the views of L. Tsehelskyi, which served as the basis for the comprehensive
development of the Ukrainian nation, was proved. Also, in the process of writing the dissertation,
the methods of document analysis, generalization, abstraction and concretization were applied.

Presentation of the main research material. Since throughout his life L. Tsehelskyi
was actively involved in all stages of the formation of the Ukrainian state and was one of the
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founders of the state-building principles, the ideological basis of the Ukrainian Revolution
and its subsequent historical and sociological analysis, the study of his socio-political activity
will be useful not only for historical science, but also for political science and sociology.

It should be noted that November 1, 1918, went down in history as a significant date
for the population of the western Ukrainian lands.According to L. Tsegielski, it marked the
beginning of desirable, and at the same time unexpected stage in the life of Eastern Galicia
and the relatively small group of political figures who were directly preparing the seizure
of power in Lviv and all the lands of this small region with a population of five million.

As L. Tsehelsky emphasizes, during the decades of political struggle, strikes, riots, bloody
elections, and demonstrations, he was firmly convinced of the successful proclamation and
establishment of Ukrainian statehood: “The faith and trust of the educated masses in our
organization and its leaders were great. | was well aware of the enthusiasm, patriotism, and
readiness for initiation of our elders, who were sent to the field or scattered in barracks and
outposts in cities. I was sure that on that night, the night of remembrance, the land would
be ours” (Tsehelskyi, 2003, pp. 45-46).

The events of November 1, 1918, are often characterized in scientific literature and
memoirs by the terms “the First of November upheaval” or the First of November coup. In
relation to these events, L. Cegielski used the term “disruption” to describe the fighting of
the Polish insurgents, and called November 1 the “first of November coup” or “act”.

According to domestic historians, the terms “disruption” or “coup” are inappropriate for
the events in question. Indeed, no coup took place in L viv or other cities of Eastern Galicia,
as Lviv historian Y. Dashkevych emphasizes: “Galicia was part of the Austro-Hungarian
monarchy as a kingdom (that is why the residence of the Austrian emperor’s governor was
in Lviv). The monarchy lost the war with the Entente and in October 1918 was already in a
stage of political collapse, and partly chaos” (Dashkevych, 2000, p. 357).

In Lviv on October 18-19, 1918, attended by members of the Austro-Hungarian
parliament, the Galician and Bukovinian Sejm, several bishops, and three delegates
from political parties. A written message of solidarity with the work and decisions of the
Constitutional Assembly was received from Zakarpattia.

The author of the Declaration and Manifesto adopted by the Constitutional Assembly was
Longin Tsegelski. According to him, the proclamation of Ukrainian statehood on October
19, 1918, was the first Ukrainian state legal act in Galicia, and November 1, 1918, was
only the implementation of this act. During the days of preparation for the proclamation of
Ukrainian statehood in eastern Galicia, L. Tsehelskyi’s organizational skills and political
maturity were most clearly expressed, as evidenced by the entries in his wife Olha’s diary
at the time (Tsehelskyi, 1992, pp. 371-374).

On the first day after the proclamation of the ZUNR, a new government, the State
Secretariat, was formed in Eastern Galicia. K. Levytskyi was elected head (president) of the first
government cabinet, L. Tsehelskyi was elected secretary of state for internal affairs, K. Levytskyi
(temporarily) for financial affairs, V. Paneyko for foreign affairs, D. Vitovskyi for military affairs,
S. Holubovych for justice, S. Baran for land affairs, Y. Lytvynovych for trade and industry,
and Y.Baran, trade and industry — Y. Lytvynovych, railways — I. Myron, post and telegraph —
O. Pisetskyi, education — S. Smal-Stotskyi, labor and public welfare — A. Chernetskyi, public
health — I. Kurowets, religion — O. Barvinskyi, public works — 1. Makukh. Most of the cabinet
members were members of the National Democratic Party, others represented the Radical, Social
Democratic, and Christian Socialist parties, and three were nonpartisan. On November 10, 1918,
members of the new government took the oath of office (Makarchuk, 1997, p. 63).

The State Secretary of the Interior, who was appointed by L. Tsehelskyi, and the
secretariat had broad powers. His duties, in addition to protecting public order, included the
organization of the administrative apparatus in Lviv and on the ground. On the proposal of
L. Cegielski, the UNR Rada approved R. Perfetsky, a lawyer and ambassador to the Sejm,
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as assistant and deputy secretary of state. He was charged with ensuring the internal work
of the Secretariat. L. Tsehelskyi himself was in charge of organizing local administrations.
First of all, commissioners were elected or appointed to replace the former starostas in the
counties, the formation of the people’s militia and food departments began, and volunteers
were enrolled in the Ukrainian army (Tyshchyk, 2004, p. 155-157).

At the same time, L. Tsehelskyi was working to improve the activities of the state
apparatus. First, on November 15, 1918, at the suggestion of the Secretariat of the Interior,
the law “On Supplementing the Ukrainian National Council with representatives of
county and city organizations” was adopted (Makarchuk, 1997, p. 63). It established a
quota according to which 70 ambassadors were to be selected. Secondly, on November
16, the UNR Rada approved one of the most important acts, the Law on the Provisional
Administration of the Regions of the Western Ukrainian People’s Republic (Tyshchyk,
2004, p. 71), which, according to many researchers, was of constitutional importance.
According to this law, Austrian legislation remained in force on the territory of the ZUNR.
All administrative bodies on the territory of the ZUNR were subordinated to the State
Secretariat. Other measures were also envisaged that concerned the work of the state
apparatus, local self-government, courts, telegraph, post, railways, etc.

L. Tsegelski in his approaches to many aspects of state building is of great interest.
The study of L. Tsegielski’s activities confirms that he held moderate views in his work,
was guided by law and professed tolerance in his attitude even towards his enemies. Of
course, this was not always appreciated by radicalized figures. Judging by L. Tsehelskyi’s
memoirs, he repeatedly clashed with D. Vitovskyi, M. Lozynskyi, and some of his other
colleagues over a number of issues (Tsehelskyi, 2003, pp. 42-43).

It should be emphasized that L. Tsehelskyi’s activities at this time were not limited to
participation in the organization of the proclamation and gaining power in the Western
Ukrainian lands or work as State Secretary of the ZUNR with its wide range of functions
and responsibilities. L. Tsehelskyi was destined to lay the foundations of Ukrainian
diplomacy, to be a co-creator of the Act of Unification of Eastern and Western Ukraine, to
work in the foreign ministries of the ZUNR and the UPR, and later to implement a number
of international actions of the young state, to carry out the diplomatic mission of the ZUNR
government in the United States (Makarchuk, 1997, p. 115).

This difficult trip, which once again convinced the orderly Galicians of how terrible and
destructive the “anarchic element of the revolutionary working people” was, ended with a
meeting with the leadership of the UPR Directory, which had just begun an uprising against
the Hetmanate.

And although L. Tsehelski was very suspicious and distrustful of the Directory, which
of only socialists whose goal was to overthrow the Hetman and create a socialist republic,
he had to negotiate with this government. Most right-wing politicians in Galicia, including
L. Tsehelsky, were not at all satisfied with the socialist orientation of some of the UPR
leaders and even their willingness to accept the Soviet platform, though, as they said, not
Moscow’s, but Ukraine’s. Galicians brought up in a legitimate spirit were frightened by
anarchy, destructive revolutionary despotism (Tsehelskyi, 2003, p. 336).

After intense negotiations, representatives of the UPR Directorate, represented by
V. Vynnychenko, O. Andriyevsky, and others, agreed to the proposal of the Galician
delegation to begin preparations for the unification of the two Ukrainian states and to assist
Galician troops near Lviv. At the same time, L. Cegielski insisted on Galician autonomy
(Lozynskyi, 1917, p. 67).

L. Tsehelski’s active participation in the proclamation of the Unification was of great
importance for the entire Ukrainian cause. He was part of a representative delegation of
65 people who traveled with appropriate security by a special train from Ternopil to Kyiv.
The delegation was headed by the first vice president of the UNRada, Y. Bachynskyi,
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and among its members, in addition to L. Tsehelskyi, were such well-known political
figures of the time as D. Vitovskyi, S. Vityk, R. Perfetskyi, V. Stefanyk, I. Myron, and O.
Burachynskyi (Datskiv, 2009, p. 429).

On January 22, 1919, the Act of Unification was officially proclaimed in a solemn
atmosphere on St. Sophia Square in Kyiv. During the ceremony, L. Tsehelskyi was the
first to speak, “read out the text of the Decree of the UNR Rada of January 3 and handed it
over to the head of the Directorate of the UPR V. Vynnychenko” (Central State Archives
of Ukraine, f. 1065, op. 1, p. 178, p. 2).

Longin Tsegelski played one of the most important roles in the successful implementation
of the Unification Act, initiated by leading politicians from Galicia and Eastern Ukraine,
especially in the context of political action. This was the most significant aspect of his
activities in state-building, including in the diplomatic sphere.

Afterthe proclamation ofthe Unification of Ukrainian lands, L. Tsehelskyi simultaneously
became Deputy Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Ukrainian People’s Republic in Kyiv,
or, as they said at the time, “comrade of the Minister of Foreign Affairs” (the Minister was
Volodymyr Chekhivskyi). The appointment to this position was, in fact, symbolic, since
the unification of the governments of the UPR and ZUNR never took place. In addition,
Kyiv was soon seized by the Bolsheviks. According to L. Tsehelskyi himself, he formally
held this position from January 23 to February 3, 1919, when the Directory was forced to
leave Kyiv (Tsehelskyi, 2003, p. 251).

At this time, L. Tsiegielski had another difficult mission: the evacuation of the Galician
delegation from besieged Kyiv. In addition, as deputy minister, he was charged with the
responsibility of closing the Ministry of Foreign Affairs itself. But the hardest part was
the feeling of losing Ukrainian statehood. “The fall of the Directory” L. Tsehelskyi would
later write in his memoirs, ”was the beginning of the end of the Ukrainian state. All the
heroic struggle afterward, all the efforts of the Sich Riflemen, Petliura, the Galician Army.
Army of the Ukrainian People’s Republic, etc. from the spring of 1919 until the battles near
Zamost during Budynoy and Tukhachevsky’s offensive on Lviv-Warsaw (1920) are only
unsuccessful attempts to regain what was lost as a result of the historical failure of the so-
called Ukrainian democracy since November 1918 (Tsehelskyi, 2003, p. 279).

L. Tsehelsky managed to get a delegation of Galicians with their guards out of Kyiv and
to Galicia without loss, as well as those Ukrainian families who did not want to stay in the
occupied capital. This was the last official order of the government to the UPR Directorate
(Zdoroveha, 2010, pp. 140-141).

Due to his knowledge of foreign languages and experience in diplomacy, Longyn
Tsehelskyi led negotiations with all foreign representatives. One of the most important
was the mission from the Peace Conference, headed by French General Jozef Barthelemy.
However, these negotiations were unsuccessful, as the National Council refused to accept
the terms of the armistice proposed by General Barthelemy. L. Tsegelski, who considered it
necessary to accept conditions that could ensure sovereignty at least in part of the territory
and lead to recognition by the Entente powers, strongly disagreed with the policy of the
ZUNR government and resigned on February 13, 1919.

In July 1919, on behalf of the head of the government of the Western Ukrainian People’s
Republic, Yevhen Petrushevych, L. Tsyhelsky left on a diplomatic mission to the United
States of America. From 1920 to 1921 he represented the government of the ZUNR in
Washington. In 1923, in connection with the decision of the Council of Ambassadors to
annex Eastern Galicia to Poland, L. Cegielski’s diplomatic mission ended. However, he
never returned to his homeland, Ukraine. There was no place for him in Galicia, which
belonged to Poland, or in Soviet Ukraine. He obviously knew this. Tsegielski saw his life
only in a sovereign Ukrainian state, so there was nowhere to return to. Thus, the prominent
Ukrainian politician and diplomat remained in America (Zdorovieha, 2009, p. 44).

Conclusions and Prospects for Further Research. Thus, it should be noted that
Longin Tsegelsky was at the center of events that became decisive for the formation of the
Ukrainian national idea during the liberation struggle of the Ukrainian people. Drawing
on in-depth research by Ukrainian historians, ethnographers, and politicians, including
M. Hrushevsky, he substantiated the uniqueness and independence of the Ukrainian
nation, convincingly refuting the statements of Russian and Polish chauvinists about the
Ukrainian people as an unformed ethnic mass, part of other nations. He made a significant
contribution to the development of national consciousness, which became a key factor
for the nation’s self-affirmation. It was from this perspective that he defended Ukraine’s
national rights to its native language, culture, and education. Through his public speeches
and printed materials, he prepared Galician society for the liberation struggle. He also
predicted the political future of the Ukrainian state, in the construction of which he actively
participated as one of the most important figures of the ZUNR, initiator and participant in
the Unification of Western and Eastern Ukraine.

The methodological basis of the research is the cultural approach,
which made it possible to consider the environmental museum as a socio-cultural phenomenon that
is able to preserve and actualize the historical and cultural environment that is reproduced within the
museum. Scientific novelty. The paper examines the problems of the essence of the museum as a socio-
cultural institution in the context of socio-cultural and globalization processes of the twentieth and early
twenty-first centuries. The author defines the social functions of the museum, examines the mechanisms
of combining traditional and innovative components of museum activities. The author analyzes the social
and cultural conditions that influence the transformation of museums as a socio-cultural institution.
The author emphasizes that the history of museums is directly linked to the history of socio-cultural
development and depends on the political and socio-economic state of society. Conclusions. The article
reveals the ways of transforming a museum from a sustainable place of preservation of cultural heritage
artifacts into an open and dynamic public space of social interaction.It is emphasized that the realization
by museums of their role in shaping public consciousness, broadcasting culture, establishing mutual
understanding between peoples and humanistic education of the 21st century will help to strengthen their
importance as a factor in the formation of modern culture.A step in this direction should be a roadmap to a
program for the development and enrichment of Ukrainian culture, where the actualization of the national
cultural heritage plays an important role. Monuments of culture and art are valued and preserved as they
deserve only when the whole society sees them as values that should be preserved for future generations.

The museum
had to “get out” from its own comfort zone and actively join the social problems of the
community, which it had to serve and what to communicate first and foremost. This led
to the emergence and spread of the ideas of new mu-e-e-ereology. In the late 1990s-early
2000s, creative ideas of a new social mission of museums, where the latter are obliged to
become active participants in important social changes and projections (from overcoming,
for example, gender stereotypes) in the context of the so-called “social, “socially,” in the
context of the so-called social, and the practical implementation, on its basis.Cultural
heritage, along with language, territory, economic life and commonality of historical fate,
is a component of the formation of national identity. In this context, museums are intended
to play a special role, which, as multifunctional social institutions. The main function of

levels (Law of Ukraine on Museums, pp. 49-50). The creation of a modern museum
requires the development of a scientific concept, which is determined by its social purpose.
ICOM International Council (ICOM), ICOMOS (ICOMOS), Pan -European Cultural
Heritage Federation (Europa Nostra) coordinates the efforts of countries on the problems
of using museums, history and culture monuments in Europe and the world as a whole. The
ICOM Museum Code states that the priority of museum institutions is to provide services
to society. In our country, Article 1 of the Law of Ukraine “On Museums and Museum
Affairs” defines the museum as “a research and cultural-educational institution, created for
the study, preservation, use and popularization of museum subjects and museum collections
for scientific and educational purposes, involvement of citizens in the law.

In the system of values of European society, since ancient times, the idea of the museum
as a special socio-cultural multifunctional institution, which purposefully accumulates,
preserves, explores, interprets, exhibits and promotes material and intangible evidence
of a person, his culture, and history, and history, and the purpose A necessary attribute
of a modern sovereign state, which denotes its certain image. Louvre, Hermitage, British
Museum — the names of these world-famous museums are associated with the relevant
countries where they are initiated and are their cultural markers.

The relevance of the study is due to current trends in the activities of museum institutions,
which are determined by the needs of society. The museums are the treasure trove of historical
and cultural heritage, and museum exhibits are the bearers of unique information about the
history and culture of the region. Today, it is obvious that the museums of higher education
institutions should not only maintain valuable evidence of the development of science and
higher education, take an active part in the process of self-presentation of their educational
institution, but also to promote such history, but also to actively influence the formation of
scientific education not only in higher education. The modern need is the creation of new type
museums that perform not only a traditional function, but are scientific and spiritual centers,
museums that offer a new vision, a new understanding of topical problems.

Analysis of recent research and publications. The historiography of the study of
museum practice in the social sphere remains poorly studied. Despite the obvious relevance
of studying the historical and theoretical aspects of the functioning of the museum fund
of the state, it is necessary to state the lack of thorough research on this problem in both
Ukraine and abroad. The scientific development of individual issues of the stated topic is
presented only in Soviet and the latest Russian historiography, which covers certain aspects
of the formation of the aggregate museum fund of the state in the first years of Bolshevik
authorities.

Modern Ukrainian scientists are actively studying the experience of Ukrainian and
foreign practice of museum organization (Mankovskaya, 2016; Heleniuk, 2015). The
works of researchers highlight important theoretical and practical problems in museum
practice, but the museum-educational space, the analysis of its structural components
and the problem of preserving the Musical Heritage in the War of War are only partially
covered (Kot, 2020). Therefore, it is necessary to study the experience of Ukrainian
and foreign museums in the direction of preserving cultural heritage in the conditions
of war.

This is possible because the
museum, first, preserves the culture; Secondly, he himself is one of the elements of culture.
The socio -cultural approach still allows the museum to be considered as integration of
social and cultural. In the writings of M. Danilevsky, O. Spenhaler, A. Toynbi culture
was regarded as unique and unique, and the similarity of cultures was explained by their
periodization (birth-grit). Attention was paid to the meaningful similarity of cultures,
defining their ideational, sensory, idelistic typology. The ideational (superhuman) culture
in museums is not enough. Sentennial culture, reproduced in the museum, is perceived as
reality. Idealistic (or mixed) culture, which is to some extent synthesis of the first two types,
is characterized by recognition of reality and hypersensitivity. Therefore, the museum is
best represented by this type of culture (museum exhibits are a certain alloy of material and
spiritual). Gradually, the key social mission of the museum is established by the educational
function. The very process of transformation of the first museum forms into public in
the XVIII century. It is associated with the affirmation of the positivist paradigm of the
Enlightenment of the population. The scientific learning of reality and the outside world
was a fundamental purpose. The precedent of the use of museum collections in students’
teaching was created in 1683 in Oxford, where the educational museum emerged. This
practice initiated the formation of a new social function of the museum as an educational
institution. Enlightenment and dissemination of knowledge among the people became one
of the defining ideals of the social movement, so the museum began to be considered as a
means of realizing this ideal (Banah, 2021, p. 390).

Public Museum in the early nineteenth century. He was an instrument of education
and enlightenment, focusing mainly on the social process. From the second half of the
nineteenth century. Museum activity is characterized by the search for new museum, a
way of interaction of visitors with museum objects. This period is characterized by the
educational and educational concept of the museum. Formation of philosophical views
on the purpose and functions of museums at this time was influenced by English art
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historian John Reskin (1819-1900), which saw in the museum a place where human life
observations are used to develop and aware the sense of mental beauty, for professional
creativity (Zatulovskaya, 2008, p.3). For the second half of the twentieth century. The
combination of “Museum-Social Memory” is considered in the context of the tradition
of the social purpose of the museum: needs for the preservation and use of objects of the
real world as elements of historical memory, documentary for social information, aesthetic
values (Kalibovets, 2020, p. 157).

Recently, many have been talking about a special mission of university museums
values. University museums are the centers of cultural and spiritual revival, their intensive
development, which is closely related to innovative technologies, promotes humanization
of society, the affirmation of the Ukrainian nation as an independent unit of the world
community. Museums at higher education institutions occupy a significant place in the
education and upbringing system, an important component of scientific and educational
cultures is a necessary attribute of a modern educational institution, which demonstrates
its some image. On the one hand, it makes university museums absolutely unique, on
the other — puts quite serious challenges. First, despite unlike libraries and archives, are
not always adequately perceived in the university environment. Secondly, due to fuzzy
legislative status and lack of state funding, university museums are often not integrated
museum community and have limited resources. Finally, as a result of the established
tradition, many university museums, remaining primarily by scientific and chief centers,
poorly represented on the tourist map of the city and the region (Ivashchenko, 2021, p. 17).

The peculiarity of museums of higher education institutions is their predominant
orientation to solving educational problems, which are subordinated to all others. The
dominant purpose of completing, storing, studying museum subjects is training. In the
Museum of Duplicates and Copies, as well as objects, research that is the result of creative
work (students, students), that is, those who are involved in the process of their creation
and activity, are sometimes endowed with the same rights as originals and rations. This
leads to its “vulnerability” in terms of the classical concept of the museum as an institute
of social memory, which ensures the preservation and presentation of museum objects that
are perceived by society as value (Stelmach, 2020, p. 107).

As research and cultural and educational institutions, museums this experience and
play an invaluable role in the education of a nationally-conscious worldview position
of the future generation of Ukraine. For the sake of higher education applicants to the
heritage of national and world cultural heritage, local lore, artistic and historical museums
organize and conduct exhibitions, expositions, thematic evenings, round-sides, discussions
and debates aimed at presenting the works of Ukrainian artists, and unique and unique.
about the history of Ukraine and other countries of the world. Visiting a wide range of
measures organized and conducted by museums contributes to improving the educational
level of higher education applicants, as well as the formation of their outlook, value life
guidelines and personal qualities in particular, and most importantly — the development of
their conscious civil behavior.

The creation of educational institutions in educational institutions and use in the
educational process makes it possible to review the methodology of teaching educational
material, to make it more visual and realistic, which will allow students and pupils to perceive
the educational process more socialized and integrated with real life, considering the aspect
of their participation. The scientific concept of exposition construction involves scientific,
artistic, technical and working design of the exposition. The most popular is the construction
of exposition on themed chronological principle, when exposure materials cover the topic
in chronological order. Scientific and auxiliary materials are used to clearly establish logical
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connections between individual groups of museum subjects. There are two types of plan for
the future exposition: thematic-structural and thematic-exposition. The basis of the exposition
is a museum object, and its structural unit is a theme-exposition complex, that is, a complex
of real, documentary and other monuments, which are thematically thematically and are the
main chain of exposition. To identify the best exposition solution, layout is used, and more
often computer simulations are used. The project of the exposition design involves the artistic
design of the exposition, which will depend on the exposition materials and architectural and
artistic solution of the exposition (Prishchepa, 2006, p. 87-88).

In the work of museums of higher education institutions, educational practice has already
accumulated a positive experience of organizing different forms of educational work aimed
at mastering students of the traditional layer of folk culture of Ukrainians and representatives
of other peoples living in Ukraine. The long -term program of involvement of student youth
in the origins of national cultures was declared by the Ministry of Education and Science of
Ukraine, together with the Union of Writers, the Union of Composers, the Union of Local
History, the Ukrainian Foundation for Culture All — Ukrainian Movement of Student Y outh
for preserving and multiplying traditions, customs, rituals. Within this movement, not only
become acquainted with the traditions of folk culture, but also its active mastery of crafts,
folklore creativity and museum practice. In the process of harvesting work, young people, on
the one hand, learn the ethnic history of their native land, cultural traditions, customs of its
population, on the other hand — is directly involved in the protection of the monuments of the
history and culture of their people, the revival of its national heritage. Therefore, the museum-
national activity of young people occupies a special place among other educational forms, it
is the result of their work on museum business and at the same time the organizational basis
of the movement to preserve and multiply the best folk traditions and customs, the spread and
promotion of promising pedagogical experience of museums, p. 14).

Since the 1970s, the social function of museums has undergone significant audit. The
Nine General Conference Icom, which took place in Paris (1972) emphasized the urgency in
changing the social priorities of museums. Her decisions emphasized that “museums cannot
be limited to passive collections and narrow specialized research. They need to take an
active part in solving the priority tasks of the present. “Therefore, the museums should cover
the methods and means of such important social issues such as racism, poverty, property
inequality, drug addiction and more”. Macaminan Makagiansar, who from 1976 to 1985 held
the position of Assistant CEO of UNESCO on culture, emphasized that in the new realities
he focused solely on “preserving cultural values and their in -depth study”; Its main task is
communication, and all others should be subordinate to this task, ’the famous British museum
figure James Porter wrote in 1983. Thus, in the given period of the 70-80’s of the twentieth
century. There is a gradual, but steady shift in the Museum’s model, as an institution that
meets the societal needs for the preservation and use of real-world objects as a documentary
means of preserving socio-cultural experience, to a model of communication exchange in a
wider internet. From the main goals: collecting and providing socially significant information
encrypted in museum objects (Snagoschenko, 2013, pp. 308-309).

The emphasis on the deepening of the social mission of museums, after the articulation
and dissemination of “new museology” and “ecommors”, has found a continuation. The
conceptual rethinking ideas of the so -called “critical museology” and the activities of the
Lester School of Museology. Critical museology arises in the postmodern culture of the
Anglo-Saxon world, in which special attention was paid to what, or who were presented in
the space of the museum, classes and gender problems were actual, and the difficulties of
multiculturalism were important, which were of some practical importance (for example,
in the form of a return).
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Every generation, the social group have their own cultural world, but they do not
contradict the culture of the dominant. The museum is a custodian and elements of
counterculture — a subculture that opposes the dominant culture, is with it in conflict in
different positions, mainly in the aspect of values. Therefore, in any aspect-from society as
a whole to the individual and the social group-there is a subculture that contains regulatory
mechanisms of activity of the respective subject, the knowledge of which occurs in many
cases through the mediation of the museum. That is, in solving museum problems, both
directions are important: sociological and cultural (Pontelichuk, 2005, p. 257-258).

The function of processing socio-cultural experience, creative processing of historical
and cultural experience. The museum institutionalizes normative models, patterns of
behavior that determine that in a given society is considered legal or expected in relation
to the historical past and predecessors, shapes the attitude to the world of symbolic objects
that relate to the past. The category of social memory is not identical to the concept of
“socio -cultural experience”. Social memory is a cultural universal, it arises with society,
is an integral part of the socio -cultural order, is a significant factor in its integration
and stabilization. Social memory includes aspects of socio -cultural experience that are
valuable to a particular collective entity in demand in the present. Social memory forms
historical changes in society, combining in the semantic unity of all, including ancestors
and contemporaries, those who are socialized in a given society. As an element of social
reality, collective memory is the result of the process of institutionalization, which includes
stages of typing models of past reality and is implemented in many cultural practices, one
of which is a museum (Kalibovets, 2020, p. 158).

The museum, conducting constant exposure of collections, disseminating knowledge
about the past, including means of a wide range of educational programs, creates social
memory, while performing a complex of social functions inherent in it. By facilitating
the structure of society, social memory affects its elements, one of which is a museum
that is interpreted as a social institution. In Ukraine, you can rarely see that people with
disabilities are involved in the usual matters, can afford to attend premiere screenings,
exhibitions or enjoy a concert with a favorite performer. There should be a stand at the
front door where people in carts can learn about the place of modified audiences, toilets,
elevators, call buttons; For visually impaired and blind, information is presented in the
form of a layout, a relief-graphic plan, Braille cards (Anishchenko, 2015, p. 197-198).

And this does not happen because of their inability to do it, because for the most part,
such persons — strong, volitional people who are able to learn, work and improve, lead a
full lifestyle according to individual abilities, abilities and interests. This is due to the lack
of basic legislative and household conditions. If not, any reason for the loss of health and
performance of such a person becomes the impetus for the loss of stability in material and
psychological life, instead, a sense of pessimism, not only in them personally, but also in
all surrounding them, grows. A necessary prerequisite for avoiding such a situation is the
departure from the use of the so -called medical and economic models of disability, for
which persons with disabilities are considered only as patients who need treatment and
disabled who need pension. Both state policy and the attitude of society to people with
disabilities should be based on a social model of disability, according to which such people
are full members of society (Caspruk, 2016).

Ideal when the availability of a museum for people with special needs is provided, on the
one hand, by a special resource of the museum (museum exclusion experts who constantly
develop and deepen their competencies, modern inclusive programs, information products
and services for people with special needs, prepared for the reception of people. partnership
of the museum with state or non -state profile organizations that take care of people with

special needs. In such a situation, regular working contacts between the specialists of
the museum and specialists of the profile social organization to discuss current issues of
cooperation (goals and format of the new program, services or events, thematic accents,
features of preparation and behavior of the target group, expected effects, etc.).

There were not many in Ukraine in Ukraine. In November 2017, in collaboration
with “Available.ua” and on the initiative “Weekland of Unlimited Opportunities”, the
National Museum of Taras Shevchenko created an interactive-discussion project “Barrier
Art” within the framework of the program “Museum without barriers”. To get acquainted
with the works of art, visitors had to feel in their own experience how people with visual
impairments, hearing and musculoskeletal disorders perceive, overcome barriers that a
small group of people faces, because among this group was or will be each of us (it is
parents with children, and even a lot of gap. “Get out of the comfort zone! Feel how the
art and the world perceive people with disabilities. Come to the museum and show what
trials you are able to overcome for the sake of art! ” — such calls of museum staff not only
show their civic and moral position, contribute to the introduction into the daily practice
(http://prostir.museum/ua/post/40088).

In 2015, this museum presented a large -scale program “Museum without barriers: from
theory to practice” aimed at integrating people with disabilities into the general social and
cultural space of the country. Also, Shevchenko Museum staff together with psychologists
develop specialized programs. As a result, the museum is regularly visited by children with
visual impairment, special excursions for children with autism and Down syndrome and adults
with disabilities of different nosology are conducted. The museum staff demonstrated how,
by overcoming psychological barriers, you can simply and fun at the museum for children
and adults with disabilities at workshops and excursions (Shevchenko Museum works for
people with special needs http://www.istpravda.com.ua/short/2015/12/17/148816/).

Therefore, in order to ensure the
successful development of Ukrainian society, the state must, first of all, pay attention to
all those social initiatives that are a real breakthrough in changing the attitude of society to
people with disabilities, as well as to provide conditions for the unimpeded participation.
Because the paradigm of attitude towards such people is the measure of democracy,
education and tolerance of the nation.

Conclusions and prospects for further research. Thus, understanding of the social
mission of museums during the XVIII — early XXI centuries.

The formation of the concept of
tourism as a type of economic activity in modern economic science is traced, the main components of
the concept of “tourism” are defined from the economic, consumer and socio-cultural points of view.

It is proved that the assessment of the economic effect
of tourism activity should be based on the definition of an indicator that characterizes the effectiveness
of economic activity of entities.

Introduction. According to the modern Ukrainian school of maximizing the satisfaction
of tourist and recreational needs of the country’s population and foreign tourists, and
to ensure, on this basis, the comprehensive development of territories and their socio-
economic interests while preserving ecological balance and historical and cultural heritage.
Historical, geopolitical, economic opportunities and specifics of individual territories, it
will be extremely difficult, if not impossible, to achieve the desired result, so the problem
of “regionalization” is quite acute today.

The view of a region as a market with clearly defined territorial boundaries, in turn,
requires a revision of the methods of studying economic processes taking place on its
territory. Economic diagnostics can serve as such a new tool of the regional market
research methodology, as it provides information that becomes the basis for identifying
strategic directions of activity, as it indicates the efficiency of potential use, allows to
identify imbalances in the development of the object under study, and adequately respond
to changes in the external and internal environment.

Today, the issue of scientific substantiation of the place and role of the tourism sector
in the context of economic priorities of regional and local development, development
of a methodology for assessing the effectiveness of tourism potential development,
development of theoretical foundations for its practical implementation is also extremely
relevant. In other words, it is necessary to develop a methodology for the national,
regional and local levels in the context of foreign experience. Analysis of recent
research and publications. The first attempts to define the tourist space in economic
terms were made in the 1990s. Some components and phenomena of the tourist space
were described by M.P. Krachilo in his work on the basics of tourism studies, where
he studied the components of the tourist space at the infrastructure level, as well as the
processes associated with changes caused by the impact of tourist traffic at the mental
level. However, this work did not become the basis for a detailed theoretical study of the
economic essence of the tourist space due to the author’s rejection of economic benefits
as a factor in the organization of tourist activities.

In the 2000s, there was a revival of interest in the problem of defining the tourist space,
which laid the foundation for theoretical studies of the content of this concept. In particular,
O. Beidyk (2001), in the course of a theoretical study of recreational zoning, outlined the
boundaries of resource and recreational areas of Ukraine, laying the foundation for further
typology of the geospatial concept of tourism organization. In 2002, O. Lyubitseva published
a thorough work, where the author structured the regional organization of the tourism industry
and proved the connection between the level of structure of the tourism services sector and
the level of economic development at both the global and national levels.

A significant impact on solving the problem of localization of the subject of tourism
economics research is made by A. Prykhodko (2012), who notes that today the issue of
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systematization of approaches to the economic definition of the tourist space is arbitrary
and synonymous. In addition, he draws attention to the differences between domestic and
international terminology and unsystematic attempts to bring them together, which has led
to the existence of several synonymous definitions of the tourism space.

In the modern tourism historiography, the scientific article by Fedoryshyna, L.,
Holovchuk, Y., & Bodnar, R. (2023) is devoted to the analysis and generalization of the
philosophical content of the category “tourism”, outlining the structure and functions
of modern tourism activity and substantiating its interrelationships with the concepts of
regional economy. The article by Smutchak, Z. (2020) is devoted to the substantiation of
the impact of tourism on the socio-economic development of the country.

At the same time, the study of the economic foundations of tourism studies remains an
urgent need in modern science.

The purpose of the article is to determine the composition and features of the economic
foundations of activity in tourism studies, to identify the problems of their provision and
implementation, and to substantiate the means and tools for improvement with a view to
increasing the efficiency and competitiveness of tourism activities.

The goal is achieved by fulfilling the following tasks: to analyze the state of development
ofthe problem in Ukrainian and foreign historiography; to determine the essence of economic
foundations in the tourism sector; to substantiate the main directions of improvement and
ways to solve the identified problems in the economy of tourism activity.

Methods and methodology of the study. The methodological basis of the proposed
article is a systematic approach using general scientific and special economic methods of
cognition, for example: comparative analysis in the study of the impact of the economy
on the tourism sector. In addition, when writing the article, various methods of scientific
research were also used: analysis, comparison, systematization and generalization —
to clarify the essence and content of the categories under study, in particular, “tourism
economy”, “economy of a tourism enterprise”; statistical and comparative analysis — to
study the indicators of development of economic entities for assessing innovation activity
in Ukraine, the method of generalization — to substantiate the directions of improvement
and ways to solve the identified problems in the economic.

Presentation and discussion of the main research material. Despite the current
global problems affecting tourism, the travel and tourism sector does not lose its relevance
and occupies a significant share in the world economy. The World Economic Forum, held
annually in Davos, facilitates the discussion of current issues and problems, prospects
for economic development, and the development and strengthening of international
partnerships.

Ukraine also has economic prospects for transforming the tourism sector into an
industry that brings huge revenues to the state budget. All travel agencies started their
activities with little or no experience in this field; Ukrainian citizens, not spoiled by
foreign travel, were unpretentious tourists and did not spare money for their first trips
abroad. Travel agencies could easily find their niche and win new customers (Tregubov,
2016, pp. 192-193).

As a socially determined phenomenon, tourism activity requires a deep scientific
understanding. In this regard, a new direction in science has emerged — tourism studies. Tourism
studies is a scientific field that combines various studies of tourism as a social phenomenon, and
the task is to develop a theory of tourism functioning (Liubitseva, 2002, p. 11).

In this context, we can distinguish the concept of “tourist space”, which is defined as a
component of the economic space, where, with proper resource provision, dynamic events,
phenomena and facts occur due to tourist activity with a functional link to the natural
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and social environment or social relations. The attribution to the tourist space is due to
the presence of tourist dynamics, regardless of its size and nature of movement, and the
presence of tourist infrastructure, its size and nature makes it possible to determine the type
of tourist space.

We can identify the following areas of impact of tourism development on economic
activity: growth of international trade; — increasing investment attractiveness, accelerating
infrastructure development. The development of the tourism sector often leads to the
improvement of basic infrastructure: airports, roads, water supply, energy, medical
services, communication networks used by tourists and local residents; support for low-
income economies. Tourism is especially important for less developed and low-income
economies, promoting integration growth, revitalizing urbanized areas, improving access
to income generation through new technologies, supporting folk crafts, and boosting the
blue economy, which is understood as the use of the sea and its resources for sustainable
economic development (Moskaleva, 2018, pp. 765-766).

Tourism’s impact on economic development is also manifested in increased business
activity and expanded production of goods and services as a result of increased effective
demand from foreign and local tourists. From an economic point of view, the attractiveness
of tourism as a service industry lies in the faster return on investment and the generation
of income in freely convertible currency. In most countries, tourism is among the top
3 leading industries of the state, is rapidly developing and plays. The tourism industry
is becoming more and more important in the global economy every year. Over the past
fifteen years, the tourism sector has gained recognition as one of the world’s largest
service industries.

There are a number of conceptual approaches and methods for assessing the economic
impact of tourism. The Input-Output Model was developed by the famous economist, Nobel
Prize winner V. Leontief in the 20s of the twentieth century, and after a break was used in
the 1950s and 1970s. In the twenty-first century, this model has found application in the
field of tourism calculations (especially significant experience has been gained in assessing
economic indicators in tourism abroad), as well as in analyzing inter-sectoral relations in
the national and regional economy, identifying possible areas for optimizing the sectoral
structure (Muxaitnmmaenko, 2012, p.137-138). In addition, the state of national tourism today
is considered as an indicator of the quality of life of the population, since a high level of
social welfare and an increase in leisure time of the population (as two main prerequisites
for the development of tourism itself) are always associated with consistently high rates of
economic development, so a high degree of tourism development is characteristic primarily
of economically developed countries.

Thus, in the 1980s, a clear idea of tourism was formed not only as an economic activity,
but also as an economic phenomenon, and there was a realization that tourism as an
economic phenomenon can create conditions for the development of the world and national
economies. Consequently, the very paradigm of studying the economic impact of tourism
has changed. Today, the science of tourism around the world is going through a period of
rethinking the basic concepts, trends and prospects of development, as well as methods and
means of managing the development of this industry.

Among the recent achievements is an attempt to identify and define the main seven types of
so-called tourism multipliers (output, sales, profit, employment, imports, etc.), which are the
focus of certain theories of organizing economic activity in the tourism sector. However, the
peculiarity of the service and tourism sectors is that the same multiplier differs significantly
from country to country or region to region. Thus, the problem of choosing a multiplier arises,
since each type of multiplier is able to provide only its specific functions.
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Due to the multiplication of the tourism sector by industries with different content, the
growing role of intermediation and widespread virtualization of technological processes,
it is difficult to determine the contribution of each segment of the tourism industry to the
formation of total industry revenues. In order to calculate a comprehensive differentiated
tourism multiplier in Ukraine, it is necessary to gradually introduce international standards for
tourism statistics and adapt existing models for calculating certain types of tourism multipliers
to the specifics of the national statistics system. According to G. I. Mykhailichenko, financial
indicators and prospects for expansion are important for the accuracy of forecasts and the
formation of a strategy for the development of the tourism sector, which in turn can serve as
an assessment of the profitability of this type of business (2012, p. 140-141).

Today, the world’s leading tourist countries are focusing and innovation infrastructure
rather than transport or accommodation infrastructure. These two components form the
competitive advantages of the tourism business. Enterprises that are able to effectively
use information and communication resources become leaders in the tourism market and
ensure accelerated development. Economists have proven that a developed infrastructure
is a condition for efficiency of such businesses depends on the efficiency of the same
infrastructure. Thus, the infrastructure of the tourism is an organizational and economic
system that most effectively ensures the movement of tourism products and services from
seller to buyer, together with a number of enterprises that ensure the functioning of the
tourism market itself. The development of the tourism market infrastructure is impossible
without funding at the state level and has a socially significant content, so it is necessary
to actively attract private and public investment to improve it. In addition, solving the
problems of tourism infrastructure is possible through comprehensive projects for the
development of tourist destinations, rather than at the level of a single company.

Russian military aggression has caused irreparable damage to the national and global
economy. Ukraine’s national economy could shrink by up to 50% if Russia continues
to shell its energy infrastructure. This was stated by Prime Minister D. Shmyhal at the
Economic Forum in Paris (2022). It is clear that the war has almost stopped the tourism
and hotel and restaurant industry. Ukrainian hotels, sanatoriums, and other temporary
accommodation facilities in the unoccupied territories were forced to reorient themselves
to serve the population affected by Russian aggression and forced to leave their homes.
Restaurants, canteens, and cafes began to provide catering services to refugees, territorial
defense soldiers, and volunteer organizations. The hospitality industry, like the entire
Ukrainian economy, switched to a war footing, working to ensure Ukraine’s victory in the
difficult battle for independence.

However, there are many examples in the world where countries have recovered quickly
from large-scale military conflicts and welcomed visitors again, and the share of foreign
tourists has only grown. We hope that Ukraine will soon join these countries. Post-war
economic recovery is impossible without the development of the tourism and hotel and
restaurant industries. The hospitality industry, which suffered from the consequences of
Russian aggression in 2014, the global pandemic in 2019, and full-scale hostilities in 2022,
needs investment revenues to overcome the crisis and develop sustainably. Accordingly,
each investment project is based on a detailed analysis of the advantages and disadvantages
in the activity economic (Shynkarenko V., Shynkarenko L. & Orlov, 2023, p. 135).

The creation of a more effective synergy effect in the formation of an organizational and
economic mechanism for managing systems (the tourism sector is conventionally divided
into systems of the basic level of territorial communities, regions, and the country), in
which strategic quantitative, qualitative, and relative indicators are formed, occurs not by
the sum of these indicators, but as a whole in the interaction of several strategic units of the
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system. This can be clearly seen in the example of tourist transfer companies, hospitality,
consumer services, communications, information, leisure, security, and the expansion of
the range of tourist services that a tourist adds to his or her list in real time when discovering
a new object and interest in it.Studying the features of synergy as a factor in the formation
of mechanisms and tools for managing the tourism sector of a region increases the positive
effect of each unit of the tourism industry of the territory, as well as the overall socio-
economic effect of the region’s development.

In determining and evaluating the synergistic impact and effectiveness of each element
of the system of the tourist complex of the region, an important emphasis is placed on
the combination of tools and mechanisms in the process of managing them, information
exchange, that is, ensuring a kind of openness in the market of tourist services between the
subjects of the tourist sphere.

In today’s complex production and management processes, increased globalization,
the identification of economic risks, which is an integral part of risk management at the
enterprise, is of particular importance in the activities of a tourism enterprise. The importance
of identifying economic risks, specifically in the activities of a tourism enterprise, is due
to the fact that seasonal fluctuations in demand, a short cycle of business activity, as well
as the characteristics of the tourism service itself have a great influence on its functioning.

Risks of the tourism business can be considered as risks of consumers of tourism
services and risks of tourism enterprises and their infrastructure. All risks inherent in
tourism enterprises are somehow related to the creation and sale of a tourism product.
This is because it is the peculiarities of the tourism product that determine the specifics
of tourism enterprises and, as a result, determine the range of risks inherent in the tourism
business.

Given the impact of the tourism product on the specifics of the tourism enterprise itself
and on the risks inherent in it, it is justified to identify the risks of a tourism enterprise using
SWOT analysis. This analysis allows to identify negative and positive factors that affect the
company’s activities both from the outside and from the inside. The analysis methodology
involves identifying the strengths, weaknesses, opportunities and threats of the enterprise,
assessing the degree of influence of each of the indicators, as well as establishing links
between them (Denysenko, 2013, p. 215-216). Insurance mechanisms play a significant
role in preventing and minimizing the negative consequences of risks that accompany
citizens’ tourist activity. The system of services to provide insurance protection against
risk situations during a tourist trip is quite complex. This is due to the heterogeneity of
possible negative events that may occur at a certain time or under certain circumstances.
Such services include life and health insurance for tourists, their property and liability,
etc. Specific types of travel risk insurance include insurance against transportation
delays, bad weather during the insured’s stay on vacation, as well as failure to provide or
improper provision of services specified in the travel package, etc. An important place in
the insurance protection of tourists is occupied by compulsory insurance against transport
accidents. (Chvertko & Demchenko, 2018, p. 69).

One of the key areas of economic bases of tourism is the implementation of a business
processing approach to the organization of tourism activity, which is considered as
documentation of the activities of the organizations of the organization in the form of
processes and establishing the interaction between these units by entrances/exits. With
regard to the tourism enterprise, it is advisable to define the business process as a sequence
of work on the creation and maintenance of a tourist product, focused on meeting the needs
of consumers for recreation, recovery, travel and more. It should be noted that, in addition
to the main business processes for the development and implementation of tours, there
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are auxiliary business processes at the tourist enterprise concerning marketing, financial,
logistics and other activities (Haustov & Monzol, 2023, p. 52).

One of the first stages of construction of process organization and management of the
activity of a tourism enterprise is the selection and classification of business processes. The
source of such information is the modeling of tourist enterprises at the level of business
processes, which has spilled into an independent area of research-business modeling. The
process of forming a tourism product, although the basis of the tourism enterprise, is only
a separate element of many interconnected processes that, in the aggregate, form a network
of business processes of a tourist enterprise.

The prerequisites for planning presents the results of the analysis planned period.
Therefore, alternative calculations are the third stage of economic management, which
determines the expected economic results from different variants of planned actions.
Planning is a justification for the future period of eco -tasks on the accepted variant of
planning and introducing them into a document called a plan. The economic activity of the
enterprise records the program of actions of its individual structures of units and the whole
enterprise as a whole (Sidorov & Klimova, 2013, p. 181).

The implementation of plans is the implementation of planned tasks into the work.
Drawing up reports obtained to perform the planned tasks of the enterprise for a certain
period. Economic management control of plans is completed. Control is a comparison of
reporting indicators with the planned period, detection of deviations and their submission
for analysis. The interaction of tourist enterprises with the environment is higher.

In the context of the economic system of market type and influence of factors of military
nature, the nature of tourism planning changes. The plan becomes the basis of the activity
of tourism organizations of all forms of ownership and size, since without it it is impossible
to ensure the consistency in the work of organizational structures, to determine the need
for resources, to control production processes. Modern form of planning in tourist firms of
entrepreneurial type is the use of methods of business planning, where the cost factors and
the obligation to return the invested funds play a paramount role.

The business plan allows you to more clearly formulate the target installations of
tourism enterprises, use the system of indicators of activity necessary to further control
the results. Current planning, which considers various aspects of activity within the annual
period, is an organic part of long -term and medium -term plans, which show possible
directions of future development factors. Due to the high uncertainty of the future state
of the tourism market, plans are subject to adjustment according to a particular situation.
Thus, the organization and planning of tourism in market conditions requires qualitatively
other approaches. The plan became the basis of the activity of tourist organizations of
all forms of ownership and size, since without it it is impossible to ensure consistency
in the work of organizational structures, to determine the need for resources, to control
production processes. Modern form of planning in tourist enterprises of entrepreneurial
type is the use of methods of business planning, where the cost factors and the obligation
to return the invested funds play a paramount role.

Business processes are an important component of tourism. The current economic situation
requires new comprehensive approaches and practical recommendations for identifying the
features of business processes of a tourism company and identifying methods of effective
management of business processes of tourist enterprises and the processes of formation of
tourist product (tours development) (Pustovit, O. & Pustovit, Y., 2020, p. 121-122).

Travel agencies of their activity, are engaged only in the sale of tourist products of
various tourist operators under previously concluded contracts. In order to improve the
theory of business process development in tourism companies, special attention was paid
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to the substantiation of the concept of “business process”, and a general description of the
business process of a tourist enterprise was given.

Conclusions are the prospects for further research. Thus, it can be stated that
the development of tourism gives the country the following advantages: increasing cash
flow, including the influx of foreign currency, and therefore, the increase in income of
the population; growth of gross national product (GNP); replenishment of budgetary
increases in the tax fees of the host region and other revenues; creation of new jobs, that
is, an increase in employment; raising capital, including foreign ones; The multiplier
effect by developing tourism, the country is gradually developing other industries;
infrastructure development; reforming the recreation structure, which can be used by
both tourists and the local population; improving the quality of life of the locals as a
result of the demonstration effect.
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HISTORICAL AND LEGAL DRIVERS OF SPACE LAW

Abstract

The article aims to determine the prerequisites and factors in space law during the first half of the
twentieth century that contributed or might contribute to the development of space law. The methodological
basis of the article is a set of principles and modes of knowledge, the choice of which was defined by
interdisciplinary approaches to the disclosure of the subject, objectives, and the specifics of the aim.
Historical-legal, formal, analytical, critical and comparative research methods were used in the research
process. The scientific novelty consists in the fact that unlike general studies of the biographies of lawyers
in the sphere of space law during the first half of the twentieth century and the history of the specific legal
acts on space law and the legal analysis of these acts, the present study is an interdisciplinary (historical-
legal) study of historical-legal aspects that became a background for the process of legal regulation of space
activities and formed the scope of certain goals and tasks set before the international community at the
beginning of the development of space law. The results of the study of the historical and legal factors of
the legal regulation of relations in outer space made it possible to find out that at the beginning of the second
half of the twentieth century, the prospects of scientific and technical progress and the results of the research
of the world's leading lawyers already necessitated the development of a new field of law — namely, Space
Law, which cannot have any analogies with air and maritime law. In addition, at that time, a list of the main
issues and tasks that required addressing during the development of the provisions of Space Law, and which
can be considered the basis for analyzing the evolution of this law, was already formed.

Introduction

Regulating space activities began in the 50s of the XX century, thereby the relevant
branch of law is considered a very young science.

At the same time, most scientists inextricably link the history of outer space law with
the beginning of activity in outer space of the Earth, namely, with the launch of the first
Earth’s artificial satellite beyond the limits of air space into Earth orbit by the Union of
Soviet Socialist Republics in 1957.

In this regard, the history of outer space law is usually divided into two main stages:
theoretical and scientific research by legal scholars in the direction of regulating future
outer space activities in the period up to 1957 and the direct formation of outer space law
after 1957 based on interstate treaties and international legal acts adopted at the initiative
of the UN General Assembly.

To date, scientific works describe the history of the development of outer space activity
and the related history of the activities of scientists and lawyers in the first half of the twentieth
century, who investigated the future problems of space activity, generated challenging ideas,
and even proposed certain legal options for regulating outer space activity.

Additionally, many scholarly works investigate the history of the creation of certain
legal acts of space law adopted after 1957 along with the legal mechanisms of these acts
and the history of space law after 1957.

In turn, according to the authors, the fact that the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics
launched into Earth orbit the first Earth’s artificial satellite in 1957 played a significant role,
although it is not the only and determining driver in the process of development of space law.

It's more than likely that the launch of the Earth’s artificial satellite became a certain
trigger that started the international mechanism for developing legal acts to regulate
space activities.

In the authors’ opinion, the form and content of such legal acts were primarily influenced
by the ideas and research results of scientists of the first half of the twentieth century.

Moreover, over a long period, these studies gradually formed a certain number of goals and
tasks that required a legal solution, leading to the creation of space law in its modern format.

However, as of today, there are no interdisciplinary (historical-legal) studies of the
factors that were formed at the beginning of the second half of the twentieth century and
directly influenced the formation of outer space law. The lack of such studies hinders the
full determination of the prerequisites of the process of legal regulation of outer space
activity, its consistency and logic, as well as the fulfillment of the goals and tasks set by
scientists at the beginning of the development of outer space law.
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Moreover, the modern technological development of the space industry has already
revealed many shortcomings and loopholes in space law, which occurred as a result of
neglecting the historical and legal factors that existed at the beginning of such development.

In turn, the analysis of historical-legal aspects that became a prerequisite for the process
of legal regulation of outer space activities along with the identification of the scope of
goals and objectives set before the international community of lawyers at the beginning of
the second half of the XXth century will allow to more effectively evaluate and analyze the
further process of evolution of outer space law, its progress and flaws.

Analysis of the latest research and publications

As of this date, there are scientific works that contain the history of outer space activities
along with the history of legal scholars activities in the first half of the XXth century, who
studied the problems of regulating aviation and space activities.

Such works include articles and books written by Hobe S. (2013), Kopal V. (2013),
Lai A. K. (2021), Chertok B. E. (2006), Diederiks-Verschoor 1. H. P. (2008), Doyle S. E.
(2013), Fenema van P. (2013), Masson-Zwaan T. (2013) and others.

However, these studies mainly concerned the history of outer space activity or the
biography of legal scholars of the first half of the XXth century, without establishing
a historical-legal connection between the results of their scientific activities and the
subsequent process of outer space law formation and development.

The article aims to determine the prerequisites for the emergence of outer space law, in
particular, the results of the scientific activity of legal scholars of the first half of the XXth
century in the field of outer space law, which influenced or might influence the development
of outer space law.

The main objectives of the article are the analysis of the fundamental results of the
legal scholars™ activity of the first half of the XXth century in the field of regulation of outer
space activities, coupled with the systematization of specific goals and tasks of outer space
law, which were formed at the beginning of the second half of the twentieth century and
required a legal solution in the process of outer space law development.

Methods and methodology of the study. The research methodology is based on the
principles of objectivity and systematicity and includes historical-legal, formal, analytical,
critical, and comparative research methods.

1. The statement of the basic research material

In the studied retrospective, cosmonautics can be immanently determined as a young
science, although such an attitude to this science is conditional.. A large number of ancient
sources testify to the fact that attempts to study, learn and explore the Cosmos have very
ancient roots.

As early as the third millennium BC, the ancient Egyptians carried out rather complex
mathematical, astronomical, and physical scientific studies of the Cosmos (outside the
Earth). Moreover, even at that time, it was known about the existence of cosmogonic
theories of the origin of life on Earth, people, and the Universe(Cherniy 2005, 60-61),
which increasingly resemble scientific hypotheses put forward by modern physics and
astronomy.

Over time, the passion for the philosophical and scientific study of the Cosmos began to
fade, and mankind lost a significant body of ancient knowledge.

It is possible to consider the period of development of various sciences about the Earth,
mathematics, astronomy, philosophy, and other sciences in Ancient Greece in the 6th — 4th
centuries BC as the next stage of the scientific research of the Cosmos.

Thus, in the 6th century BC, Avaé&ipavopog from Miletus (lived around 610-546 BC)
discovered “the law of Conservation of Matter”(Kahn 1960, 33—34, 36—-37) and set forth his
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“Cosmogony”(Kahn 1960, 33-34, 36-37), as well as his legendary theory — “the theory of
primal matter”(Seligman 1962, 12—17) called “dmneipov”’, which was laid out in the treatise
“On Nature”(Seligman 1962, 12—17).

Further, Anpoxpitog from Abder (lived around 460-370 BC) made public the theories
of “The Void” and “The Atomism”(Taylor 1999, 157-60), which were presented in works
“The Great World-System”(Taylor 1999, 157-60), “On the Planets”(Taylor 1999, 157—
60), “Heavenly Causes”(Taylor 1999, 157-60), “Description of the Heaven”(Taylor 1999,
157-60), “Terrestrial Causes”(Taylor 1999, 157-60), etc. Eboo&og from Knid (lived around
408-355 BC) put forward his planetary-spherical theory(Linton 2004, 25-26), proposing to
consider the shape of the Earth and other cosmic objects in the form of a sphere. His works
have not reached us, but are mentioned in the mathematical “The Elements”(Lasserre
1966, 157-60, 179-80) by Evkieidnc. The completion of the cycle of ancient cosmological
research can be considered the creation of the theory of geocentric cosmology by Aristotle
(who lived around 384-322 BC), which was presented in works “On the Heavens”(Barnes
2000, 97-98), “Physics”(Barnes 2000, 97-98) and “Meteorology”’(Bostock 2006, 132).

Thereafter, in the second half of the 4th century BC, the stage of conquering wars of
Alexander the Great began, which eventually turned into the Diadochi War(Zelinskyy
2020, 35-69). Later, the confrontation between the Greek states and the state of Rome
along with the subsequent expansion of Ancient Rome into Europe, Africa, and Asia and
the formation of the Roman Empire started(Freeman 1999, 337, 381-83, 396-98). From the
end of the 4th century BC to the beginning of the 4th century AD, effectively, the history of
the Mediterranean countries was marked by global colonial wars, and non-military science
took a back seat.

It is even possible to notice that during the mentioned period there was a certain decline
in the development of the sciences of the universe, although there is information on the
attempts of Apyyunong (lived around 287 — 212 BC) to calculate the angular diameter
of the Sun and build a planetarium (‘“heavenly sphere”), and also about the attempts of
Mocewmviog (lived around 135 — 50 BC) and 'Epatoc0évng from Cyrene (lived around
276 — 194 BC) to determine the dimensions of the globe and on the creation by Claudius
Ptolemy (lived around 100 — 170 AD) of the encyclopedia of astronomical and mathematical
knowledge of the ancient Greek world.

However, these studies of the k6cpog were not of a large-scale nature.

At the beginning of the 4th century AD (from 313 to 337 AD), with the transformation
of Christianity from a forbidden religion into the official religion of the Roman state
(on the initiative of ruler Constantine I), Christianity began an aggressive struggle with
pagan cults(Vandorpe 2019, 415), which also included all philosophical and astronomical
teachings about the universe. Thus, with the spread and establishment of the Christian
religion in Europe, the study of the Cosmos began to acquire a non-scientific and purely
religious character, which lasted until the 15th century AD.

The period from the 15th century AD to the beginning of the 19th century AD can
be considered the next stage of scientific research into Outer space, which was marked
by the research of Giordano Bruno (lived during 1548 — 1600), Galileo Galilei (1564 —
1642) and the creation of the theory about the heliocentric system of the world, outlined
in the work “De revolutionibus orbium coelestium”(Gingerich 2005, 60-61, 69, 108) (the
author’s translation: “On the rotation of the celestial spheres™) by Polish scientist Nicolaus
Copernicus (lived in the period 1473-1543).

However, in a certain sense, it is possible to determine that the period that began in the
first quarter of the 19th century AD and continues to this day is the period of practical Outer
space research.
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The initial stage of the above-differentiated period was specified by the creation of a formula
that established the dependence between the speed of the rocket at any moment of its motion,
the speed of gas outflow from the nozzle, the mass of the rocket, and the mass of explosives
(rocket equation). The first attempts to develop this formula were made back in 1810 by British
mathematician William Moore in the article “On the motion of rockets both in Nonresisting
and Resisting Mediums”(Moore 1810, 276-84). The scientific work “Kinetic theory of
gases” by Scottish mathematician and physicist Peter Guthrie Tait, published in the period
1886-1892, also made an important contribution to space research(Knott 1911, 109—13), as
well as scientific works published in 1897 and 1904 by Russian scientist Ivan Vsevolodovich
Meshchersky ““/lunamuka Toukn nepemennoit Mmaccel”(Wolny and Strzatka 2019, 476) (the
authors’ translation: “Dynamics of the point of variable mass”) and “YpaBueHue ABHKEHHS
TOYKH MEPEMEHHON Macchl B o0mieM ciydae”(Wolny and Strzatka 2019, 476) (the authors’
translation: “Equations of motion of the point of variable mass in the general case”), which
contained “equations of bodies of variable mass”(Wolny and Strzatka 2019, 476) (named
as Meshchersky's equation), which became the basis for deriving the rocket formula in the
future. The specified formula took(Diederiks-Verschoor and Kopal 2008, 1) its final form in
1897 in the manuscript of Polish-Russian scientist Konstantin Tsiolkowski (lived from 1857
to 1935), published in 1903. In commemoration of the first publication, such a formula was
called the “Tsiolkovsky rocket equation”.

Despite the shortcomings of the above formula, it is possible to state the beginning of
the era of practical space exploration.

Simultaneously, during this period, various processes in the field of regulation of space
activities begin to emerge.

In particular, in 1908, Alex Meyer published two scientific and legal works under the titles
“Die ErschlieBung des Luftraums und ihre rechtlichen Folgen”(Hobe 2013, 5-6) (the authors’
translation: “Legal consequences of the “opening” of air space”) and “Freiheit der Luft als
Rechtsproblem”(Hobe 2013, 5-6) (the authors’ translation: “Freedom of the air as a legal
problem”), in which the need to regulate any flights over the Earth is outlined. Further, on
September 5, 1952, at the Third International Astronautical Congress in the city of Stuttgart
(Germany), Alex Meyer conveyed the report raising the issues of the legal status of outer space
and celestial bodies, the possibility of military use of outer space and the problem of space war,
as well as the issue of international mutual assistance in space activities(Hobe 2013, 8) and the
use of outer space for the placement of space stations(Hobe 2013, 12). At the same time, Alex
Meyer was the first to point out the need to delimit air and outer spaces(Hobe 2013, 9) and the
absence of any analogies between space law and air and maritime law(Hobe 2013, 9).

In 1932 Vladimir Mandl published the first study on the so-called “space law” under the
title “Das weltraumrecht, ein problem der raumfahrt”(Kopal and Hofmann 2013, 62) (the
authors’ translation: “Space law: problems of space flights”), in which he determined the
need to establish responsibility for the consequences of future space activities.

Futher, in 1953, Welf-Heinrich Prince of Hanover, published his doctoral thesis
“Luftrecht und Weltraum”(Diederiks-Verschoor and Kopal 2008, 1) (the authors’
translation: “Air Law and Space”), in which he outlined the theoretical problems of
regulating space activities.

Whereas, one of the first practicing lawyers in the field of space law was Andrew G.
Haley, who was involved in the establishment of a number of companies and associations
related to aerospace activities, as well as in the resolution of many issues related to the
use of telecommunications, the definition of space jurisdictions, subjects and objects of
space law and space activities, etc, and even proposed to define the boundaries of state
jurisdictions by the height where aerodynamic lift disappears (275,000 feet or 52 miles
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above sea level)(Doyle 2013, 71, 90). However, Andrew G. Haley is better known to
lawyers for his fundamental work “Basic Concepts of Space Law”(Doyle 2013, 90-91),
published in 1955, in which he even suggested the need to take into account in space law
the possibility of meeting extraterrestrial intelligent beings.

A significant contribution to the development of space law, as a separate field of
law, was also made by the outstanding lawyer and scientist Eugéne Pépin, who in 1957
founded one of the first departments of “air and space law” at McGill University(Kerrest
2013, 27), and during a lecture delivered on November 6, 1957, before the Canadian Bar
Association, stated that the sovereignty of states over air space cannot extend to outer
space and spacecraft, thus defining the problem of space jurisdictions(Kerrest 2013, 27).
Subsequently, Eugéne Pépin repeatedly drew attention to the importance of ensuring the
availability of orbital space for all countries and the peaceful use of space, as well as the
need to regulate space traffic, register outer space vehicles, and establish responsibility for
the consequences of outer space activities(Kerrest 2013, 28-29). At the same time, Eugéne
Pepin already at that time predicted the possibility of the creation of space debris, which
would hinder flights into outer space(Kerrest 2013, 29). The main result of his activity was
the establishment of one of the most important scientific organizations in the field of outer
space law — the “International Institute of Space Law”(Kerrest 2013, 31) in London (IISL).

A huge intellectual contribution to the development of air and space law was made by
John Cobb Cooper, the founder and first director of the Institute of Air and Space Law at
McGill University in Montreal (Canada). In 1951, John Cobb Cooper outlined the issue of
national jurisdictions and proposed to define the jurisdiction of states in a vertically unlimited
three-dimensional space (the territory of the earth — the space under the earth — the entire
space in outer space above the earth), but later assumed the need to limit the upper sector of
jurisdiction to the limits of airspace and the possibility of its control by states, and to make
outer space free for exploration by all states(Jakhu and Ancona 2013, 40—41). In addition,
he was confident that maritime law is the basis for the Space Law development(Jakhu and
Ancona 2013, 45). In 1961 John Cobb Cooper also drew the attention of the international
community to the necessity to register spaceships launched into space and determine the
nationality of each space vehicle to establish state responsibility for the consequences of
space activities in outer space(Jakhu and Ancona 2013, 45). However, his main contribution
was constant lobbying for the common interests of humanity in outer space and the use of
outer space only for peaceful purposes(Jakhu and Ancona 2013, 42).

Soviet legal scholars also participated in the development of space law, among whom the
most outstanding was Evgeny Aleksandrovich Korovin, who from 1935 to 1961 published
more than 150 theses and articles on the application of international law in space activities,
the concept of sovereignty in international law in the implementation of space activities,
the development of the principle of peaceful cooperation in space, and much more(Zhukov,
Vereshchetin, and Kapustin 2013, 53-54).

In addition, it is necessary to mention Daniel Goedhuis, who made a lot of efforts to
protect peaceful space and define air-space sovereignty(Fenema and Masson-Zwaan 2013,
109, 120), and Eilene M. Galloway, who was directly involved in 1958 in the preparation of
the National Aeronautics and Space Act and the creation of NASA, as well as in the creation
of the U.N. Committee on Peaceful Uses of Outer Space (COPUOS) and the formation of the
International Institute of Space Law(Smith and Galloway 2013, 128) in London. However,
it should be noted that Eilene M. Galloway significantly influenced the refusal of the United
States of America to conclude the international Moon Agreement and demanded from the
United Nations more specific formulations and interpretations of the terminology of this
agreement and the conditions for using the Moon(Smith and Galloway 2013, 139).
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Separately, it is worth noting the brilliant theorists of the cosmic law of that time,
such as C. Wilfred Jenks, who as early as 1956 stated the need to define the fundamental
principles of space law and regulate the process of extracting minerals in space(Freeland
2013, 172), and Rolando Quadri, who already in 1957-1959 made a significant contribution
to the study of international space law and issues related to sovereignty, space navigation,
military use of space, determination of the status and ownership of space vehicles, the
demarcation of air and outer space, the terminology of outer space law, as well as the fight
against the patrimonial nature of outer space law(Marchisio 2013, 153, 161-62). At the
same time, Rolando Quadri differed from other researchers in that he was not afraid to
ridicule general, meaningless international legal acts that did not have a specific character
and legal concepts regarding the unlimited sovereignty of states in space. In particular, he
criticized the concept of state sovereignty “Usque ad sidera” (the authors translation: “up
to the stars”), calling it the concept “usque ad absurdum” (the authors™ translation: “up to
the absurd”), justifying this by the fact that no state can establish order and control in the
boundless outer space(Marchisio 2013, 158).

In general, outlining the space technological and legal activity of the 40s and 50s in the
studied discourse, it is possible to state that this period already marks the beginning of the
international space technological and space ideological race.

First of all, it should be emphasized that the process of launching rockets into space
immediately after the Second World War can no longer be considered something unusual
or surprising. For instance, the United States of America and the Union of Soviet Socialist
Republics by this time had been already capable of launching scientific instruments up to an
altitude of about 130 miles above sea level with the help of captured German V-2 rockets,
and by 1949 the United States of America had even managed to reach an altitude of 244
miles (about 392 kilometers) above sea level(Lai 2021, 7). Moreover, the United Kingdom
of Great Britain developed its own Skylark rocket, capable of reaching an altitude of about
130 miles above sea level(Lai 2021, 7).

However, the issue of launching satellites into space, and especially humans, was still
unresolved and the two superpowers of the time, the United States of America and the Union
of Soviet Socialist Republics, began their race by announcing programs to launch satellites
into space in 1954-1955(Lai 2021, 7). At the same time, all competitors understood that
launching a satellite into space means not only the advantage of technological progress
but also the advantage of the ideology that managed to achieve such technological
progress(Chertok 2006, 2:46—47).

In this regard, Professor John Cobb Cooper suggested that all states hold an international
conference to define outer space, identify and limit national sovereignty, and establish the
right of satellites to pass through the territory of other countries(Lai 2021, 13). In addition,
he proposed to establish the outer limit of the sovereignty of states at an altitude of 300
miles above sea level, beyond which satellites could freely pass over other countries(Lai
2021, 14). However, at this stage, the states could not agree on the rules of space activity.

In turn, during this period, the leadership in the space race was seized by the Union of
Soviet Socialist Republics. Already in 1955, Soviet engineers, including Ukrainian and
Soviet scientist Serhii Pavlovich Korolev (1907-1966), created the R-5 rocket, the flight
range of which was 1,200 kilometers, and in February 1956, the R-5 missile with a nuclear
warhead was launched (without initiation), which immediately raised the question of the
use of nuclear weapons in outer space(Lai 2021, 18).

In the future, despite the significant political opposition of the party elite of the Soviet
Union, Sergey Korolev was the first to develop and create a multi-stage space rocket,
namely a rocket with three- and four-stage launchers based on the single-stage prototype of
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the R-7 rocket(Chertok 2006, 2:230, 232, 278, 386, 415, 416, 435, 437), that on October 4,
1957 allowed the first artificial satellite in human history to be launched into Earth orbit(Lai
2021, 7, 17, 20). This launch caused a shocking response because the satellite called
“Sputnik 1” weighed 84 kilograms(Chertok 2006, 2:380-85), while the United States of
America was just working on putting a 10-kilogram satellite into outer space(Smith 1982,
354). However, the uproar had not yet died down, as on November 3, 1957, the Union of
Soviet Socialist Republics launched a satellite called “Sputnik 2 weighing 508 kilograms
with the first animal (dog Laika) on board(Smith 1982, 354)(Chertok 2006, 2:390). In 1958,
with the direct participation of Sergey Korolyov, a geophysical satellite named “Sputnik 3”
was developed and launched into outer space, and later also a pair of “Electron” satellites
for the study of the Earth's radiation belts(Chertok 2006, 2:395, 400).

The corresponding success of Soviet engineers can be explained by the fact that in the
Union of Soviet Socialist Republics, unlike other countries, the organization of spacecraft
launches into outer space was carried out only by military state bodies that had the
appropriate technologies and resources.

In turn, the United States of America managed to put its first research satellite into orbit only
on January 31, 1958, with the help of the “Jupiter C”’ spacecraft(Smith 1982, 354). Even though
it was a joint military-civilian state project, already from this moment in the United States
of America there was a division of outer space activities into civil and military by defining
different goals for the National Aeronautics and Space Administration and the Department of
Defense(Donald 1961, 11, 15, 18, 19). Military space launches were organized by military
government agencies under the Department of Defense (or DOD), while civilian research outer
space launches were conducted by civilian government agencies under the National Aeronautics
and Space Administration(The National Academy of Sciences 2010, 22), based on the National
Aeronautics and Space Act or NASAct, adopted in 1958(Smith 1982, 354).

The further development of space activity progressed with impressive speed.

Already in 1958, the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics launched a program to send an
artificial module to the Moon(Chertok 2006, 2:416, 436-37), and on April 12, 1961, with the
help of the “Vostok™ spacecraft (based on the “R-7” rocket), sent the first astronaut into space —
Yuri Gagarin, thus starting the era of human space exploration(Chertok 2006, 2:x, 110, 187).

In response to the actions of the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics, in 1961 the
administration of President of the United States of America J. Kennedy directed NASA to
achieve the goal of landing a man on the moon and returning him safely to Earth(Chertok
2006, 2:4). These prospects put before humanity another list of questions related to the
need to regulate activities on the Moon.

In the end, scientific and technical achievements and legal research in the field of space,
already at the beginning of outer space activity, resulted in the necessity of clear regulation
of relations between participants of outer space activity.

At the same time, it was considered quite reasonable that the existing international
documents (for example, the IKAO 1944 Chicago Convention on International Civil
Aviation(The Convention on International Civil Aviation (Signed in Chicago) 1944) could
not regulate relations regarding the use of spacecraft, in particular, because they related
only to “aircraft”, and the concept of “spacecraft” (or “space vehicle”) did not meet the
requirements of the definition of “aircraft” enshrined in air law(Diederiks-Verschoor and
Kopal 2008, 3—4).

At the initial stage, the states that participated in the space race (first of all, the Union of
Soviet Socialist Republics and the United States of America) developed their regulations
regarding outer space activities(Jakhu 2010, vi—vii, 315-16,421). However, the jurisdiction
of such regulations extended only to the territory of the respective state.
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In this regard, in the late 1950s and early 1960s, the international community faced
the need to solve problems and issues that arose as a result of the rapid development of
scientific and technological progress and which were made public by leading lawyers in the
field of international law, which, in turn, necessitated the creation of general law to regulate
outer space state and private activities.

2. Conclusions and prospects for further research

In the process of updating the historical and legal factors of the legal regulation of
relations in outer space, it was found that the process of studying and researching outer
space has been going on for a long time and goes back to ancient times. However,
the first stage on the path of technical space research began only in the 19th century
AD, and the doctrine of space law began to be formed based on the proposals of legal
scholars only at the beginning of the 20th century AD, which defines it as a young legal
science.

However, despite the efforts of scientists, space law could not establish itself as a
separate branch of law in the first half of the 20th century AD, because outer space had not
yet become an object available for use by mankind. In this regard, the period that began in
the second half of the 20th century AD can be called the main stage of the study of outer
space and the formation of outer space law — this is the period of primary practical research
and use of outer space (in particular, the first flight of a human into outer space) when it
became impossible to do without legal norms.

In turn, one might argue that, as of this moment, the prospects of scientific and technical
progress and the results of research by the world's leading lawyers have already necessitated
the creation of a new field of law, namely Space Law, which cannot have any analogies
with air and maritime law.

At the same time, at the beginning of the second half of the 20th century AD, a list of the
main issues and tasks that needed to be addressed during the development of the provisions
of Space Law was formed, in particular the following:

— the need to develop space law as a separate branch of law;

— determination of the fundamental principles of space law;

— formation of generally accepted and unified terminology of space law and space
activity;

— determination of subjects and objects of space law and space activity, in particular
determination of the status of a space vehicle before its launch, after launch and before
entering the Earth’s atmosphere and during its stay in outer space;

— specifying the legal status of outer space and celestial bodies;

— identification of outer space and, if possible, delimitation of outer space and the air
space of the Earth;

— limiting the upper sector of state sovereignty to the limits of airspace and defining
outer space as an object free for research by all states, in particular, the availability of the
Earth's orbital space for all countries;

— use of outer space and celestial bodies for peaceful purposes and in the interests of
humanity;

— determination of space jurisdictions, in particular, related to the right of use and
ownership concerning outer space and celestial bodies, minerals in space, and the Earth's
orbit (including for placing satellites and space stations);

— establishing the right of space vehicles and satellites to pass through the territory of
other countries;

—the need to regulate space traffic, in particular, registration of launches of space vehicles
and regulation of their flights in the Earth's airspace, which is used by air transport;
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—the need to establish responsibility for the consequences of space activities and ensure
compensation for damage on the ground;

— establishing international mutual assistance in space activities, in particular, assistance
in the return of astronauts and space vehicles that have landed outside the territory of their
national affiliation;

— the possibility of military use of outer space (in particular, the use of nuclear weapons
in space) and the problems of space war;

— problems of space debris;

—regulation of space activity on the Moon and other celestial bodies.

In this way, it is possible to conclude that at the beginning of the second half of the 20th
century AD, the process of forming international space law was initiated by setting before
the international community a range of basic tasks and issues that required an immediate
legal solution.
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DARK TOURISM AS ONE OF THE MOST POPULAR
DESTINATIONS FOR THEMATIC EXCURSIONS

Abstract

Thematic excursions play an important role in modern tourism, as they allow you to immerse yourself
in a specific historical, cultural or social context. One of the areas that has been gaining popularity in
recent decades is dark tourism, which involves visiting places associated with tragic events, disasters
and historical tragedies. The purpose of the article is to study dark tourism as a popular destination for
thematic excursions, to identify its key characteristics and to analyse its impact on tourists. The research
methodology is based on an integrated approach, including analysis of scientific sources, sociological
surveys, observation of tourist behaviour and content analysis of tourist reviews. The scientific novelty of
the work is to identify the specifics of organising and conducting thematic excursions within the framework
of dark tourism. In the course of the analysis, an extended classification of this type of tourism was
formed, which takes into account not only traditional historical sites (battlefields, concentration camps),
but also modern locations associated with environmental disasters or post-apocalyptic zones. The article
reveals the socio-cultural and ethical aspects of dark tourism, which relate to the commercialisation of
tragedy sites, preservation of memory and responsible attitude to such sites. The study has shown that the
demand for thematic excursions within the framework of dark tourism is growing, which is due to current
trends in tourism and the desire of tourists to gain a unique experience associated with deep emotional
experiences. The results of the study show a significant impact of thematic excursions in the field of dark
tourism on the cultural consciousness of society. It was found that thematic excursions allow not only
to gain historical knowledge, but also form an emotional connection between tourists and the past. Such
travel contributes to the preservation of historical memory, as it allows tourists to see the consequences
of tragic events with their own eyes and realise their significance for future generations. In addition, such
excursions can serve as an emotional catharsis, as many visitors note that visiting the sites of tragedies
provokes deep reflections on the value of life and the moral aspects of historical events.

Introduction. Thematic excursions are an important tool in the tourism sector, allowing
you to immerse yourself in a specific historical, cultural or nature context. They contribute
to the promotion of scientific knowledge, improve the level of education and enrich the
cultural experience of tourists. Organising such excursions needs careful preparation,
including developing a route, selecting information material and taking into account the
interests of the target audience.

In the tourism market, dark tourism has become a popular destination among tourists
in the last years. It involves visiting places associated with tragic events, mass deaths or
disasters. Such excursions may include visits to concentration camps, natural disaster sites,
historical battlefields and even abandoned cities. Tourists are increasingly attracted to
dark tourism destinations that have a deep history, unusual legends, eerie memories and
contribute to the adrenaline rush of tourists.

Analysis of the latest research and publications. Latest research in the field of tourism
shows the growing popularity of thematic excursions. Research confirms that a well-
structured thematic excursion contributes to a deeper understanding of a particular subject
or event. The ability to use different approaches to developing routes, ways to keep the
attention of tourists, as well as technologies that help make the tour more interactive, make
the excursion unique and inimitable for tourists. Dark tourism has been studied by many
scholars in the fields of sociology, anthropology and tourism management. For example,
the research of John Lennon and Philip Stone defines it as a form of tourism that includes
places of death and tragedy (Alistratova, 2013).They also analyse the motivations of
tourists, which may include historical curiosity, compassion or thrill seeking. The research
of the Institute for Dark Tourism Studies at the University of Lancashire, which analyses
the socio-cultural and psychological aspects of this phenomenon, is also important. Other
studies focus on the impact of such excursions on the emotional state of tourists, the
possibilities of commercialising tragic events, and the ethical issues associated with this
type of tourism.

The main purpose of the study is to investigate dark tourism as a popular destination
for thematic excursions, identify its key characteristics and analyse its impact on tourists.

To achieve this goal, the following objectives were set: to study the main types of dark
tourism and their characteristics; to identify the factors that motivate tourists to visit places
associated with tragedies; to assess the socio-cultural impact of dark tourism; to analyse
current trends and prospects for the development of dark tourism; to consider possible
ethical issues related to the commercialisation of dark tourist destinations.
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Research methods and methodology. In this work, a comprehensive approach to the
study of dark tourism is applied. The methods of literature analysis were used to identify
the main scientific concepts related to this phenomenon. A comparative analysis of tourist
routes helped to identify the key objects of dark tourism and their popularity among
tourists. The methods of questionnaires and sociological surveys allowed us to study the
motivation of visitors, while the content analysis of tourist reviews allowed us to assess
the emotional impact of such trips. Besides, the research used elements of observation of
tourist behaviour in dark tourism destinations.

Presentation of the main research material. An excursion is a purposeful, visual
process of learning about the environment. This process is built using pre-selected objects
located in natural conditions and is conducted under the guidance of a qualified excursion
guide according to the approved topic.

The peculiarity of each excursion theme is that it is closely related to the objects of the
show and the excursion material that enriches its content. The theme plays a crucial role
in uniting the seemingly disparate parts of the tour into a single whole. The theme of the
excursion should be relevant and interesting for tourists to ensure that there is a demand for
the developed excursion.

Market trends show that dark tourism is an interesting topic for modern tourists. For
the first time in scientific practice, the term dark tourism was used in 1996 by professors
of the Caledonian University of Glasgow J. Lennon and M. Foley. After that, this area of
tourism became a topic for numerous scientific studies (Alistratova, 2013). J. Lennon and
M. Foley formulated a view of dark tourism as travel associated with tragic events, and
developed and described their thoughts and beliefs in a joint work entitled “Dark Tourism.
The attraction of death and disaster” in 2000 (Lennon & Foley, 2000).

However, it is worth noting that Lennon and Foley were not the first scholars to focus
on the issue of the relationship between tourist attractions and people’s interest in the
horrific, gruesome, and death-related. In 1993, the scholar Rojek considered the concept
of “black spots™, or in other words, “the commercial development of burial sites and
places where famous people or large numbers of people met a sudden and violent death”
(Stone, 2006).

Scientists R. Shapley and F. R. Stone, in 2009, in their scientific article “The Darker
Side of Travel: The Theory and Practice of Dark Tourism”, noted that since people began
to actively travel, they have been attracted, for unknown reasons, to sights, places and
events that have a close connection with negative historical events where violence, death,
suffering or disasters have played a central role (Sharpley & Stone, 2009).

The Institute for Dark Tourism Studies, established in 2012 by scholars R. Shapley
and F. R. Stone at the University of Lancashire, UK, is the main centre for research
on the phenomenon of dark tourism. In this institution, scientists study and investigate
the motivation of tourists to visit places of suffering and death, as well as the social
and moral consequences of dark tourism, their nature and strength (Alistratova, 2013).
The main task of the Institute for Dark Tourism Research is to integrate theoretical
knowledge about mystical and dark tourism (supply, product, demand and characteristics
of potential tourists) into the already developed global tourism industry (The University
of Central Lancashire).

In the 20th century, the phenomenon of dark tourism became widespread and diversified,
leading to such forms of tourism as military, violent, prison, genocide and disaster tourism.
In particular, dark tourism is booming in Europe and North America, with famous sites
such as the Polish concentration camp Auschwitz, the Ukrainian Chornobyl Museum,
British slave trade towns, and the Berlin Wall in Germany (Chen Kexin, 2022).
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Scholar Smith has suggested that war-related sites or destinations, despite their horrific
and destructive power, probably constitute “the largest category of tourist attractions in the
world”. However, war-related sites, although diverse in their own right, are part of a set of
tourist sites associated with death and suffering (Stone, 2006).

The article “Consuming Dark Tourism: A Thanatological Perspective”, by P. Stone and
R. Sharpley is a thorough study of dark tourism, which provides numerous definitions of
this category of tourism from 1996 to 2008. In addition, the book presents the opinions and
statements of scholars on the classification of dark tourism, motivational factors, that is,
what motivates tourists to visit places of death and human pain in its various manifestations,
as well as various terminological and social aspects of dark tourism research.

Table 1 shows the main research works in the field of dark tourism, which form the
theoretical basis of modern research.

We will assume that dark tourism is a visit by excursionists to places associated with
disasters, natural disasters and death, places of horrors, atrocities and immorality that have
outraged society, but through the prism of changing the consciousness, perception and
experience of tourists become interesting and popular to visit.

To date, there is no clearly defined classification of dark tourism. The reason for this
is, first of all, the impossibility of identifying clear, pure types and forms of dark tourism
due to its specificity (Pankiv N. M., 2021). However, there is a widespread classification
of dark tourism in science, which distinguishes the following main categories: disaster
tourism, mystical tourism, necropolis tourism, and thanatological tourism (see Table 2).

Dark tourism performs a number of functions that reveal its specificity, certain features
and characteristics of its development to a greater extent. The main functions of dark

tourism are presented in Table 3.

Dark tourism, like other types of tourism, aims to give people the opportunity to
relax, but it manifests itself in a specific way. A dark tourism tourist not only receives
an adrenaline rush and a wide range of emotions, but also has time to be alone with
his or her thoughts, in peace, away from the noisy city, and live the experience gained
during the excursion.

2 Leisure

3 Sentimental When visiting places of mass human deaths, executions and torture sites, or natural

disasters, tourists think about the importance and value of human life and its finitude.

4 Extreme
experiences

Visiting dark tourism sites, tourists seek to experience thrills, tickle their nerves and
test their abilities.

It is manifested in the desire of tourists to visit the burial places of their ancestors or
places related to them, sometimes gruesome (for example, concentration camps or
places of mass executions).

5 Nostalgic
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The dynamic prevalence of thematic dark tourism excursions can be explained by the
desire of tourists to actively travel and get thrills. One of the areas of dark tourism research is
the motivational factors of excursionists, what motivates them to visit disaster sites (natural
or man-made), cemeteries, mystical houses and forests, concentration camps or memorials.
Motivational factors are divided into socio-cultural and biological. It can be assumed that
the desire to study and explore something unknown, creepy, deadly and unusual, and the
adrenaline rush and emotional release from it are the factors that motivate dark tourism.

The defining components of the motivational factors for thematic dark tour excursions are:

e the search for thrill and risk, which attracts excursionists who love numerous gambling
adventures;

e the incentive to visit places that hold memories of historical and mythological features
(e.g. stories of haunted castles or otherworldly spirits);

e places such as cemeteries can be promising and fascinating locations for alleged
spiritual or retrospective purposes;

e independent research and discovery of mystical objects, with the aim of writing and
publishing an original post on social media;

e various occult or religious reasons.

The motivational factors are closely intertwined with the needs and culture of the
communities around the “dark” places, which creates an authentic background for dark
tourism and its growing popularity in the global market (Zarichniak & Demianenko, 2022)

Dark tourism has a positive impact on both tourists and locals. There are a number of
benefits associated with dark tourism, which include increased tourism revenues, profit
generation, improved infrastructure, and emotional and psychological benefits.

Socially, dark tourism brings psychological and emotional benefits to local communities.
Dark tourism can be used to educate and reflect on the issues that led to the disaster,
especially for future generations. “The “darkness” helps the public to raise awareness of
the horrific events that took place in the past and to better understand the area in which they
live (Ronald Buye, 2019).

That is, it is not only an external tourist experience of the peculiarities of a place with a
terrible or catastrophic history, but also an internal reflection on important issues of human
existence, anthropogenic impact, social history, and learning lessons from them in order
not to repeat past mistakes in the future.

Dark tourism is mostly associated with cultural and historical heritage, as these social
categories play an important role in tourism. Some people are interested in history but do
not like to read about it. Instead, they prefer active ways of experiencing history, sometimes
mystical, paranormal, painful and dark in all aspects and in different ways.

Tourist destinations of this kind often have a past associated with death or tragedies
that make the heart sink, awaken emotions and deep feelings in tourists. This helps to
stimulate human behaviour in order to motivate them to create a livable society for future
generations.

The latest research shows that in 2024, dark tourism generated a profit of $31.89 billion
for the tourism industry, and this figure will continue to grow in the coming years. Profits are
projected to increase to $40.82 billion by 2034. However, these projections have a certain
margin of error, as tourist preferences can change every season, let alone over a period of
several years(Future Market Insights, 2025). Nevertheless, we can talk about the active
interest of a certain segment of tourists who are willing to travel to “dark” places and enjoy it.

For example, recent research involving nearly 1,000 travellers was done by Passport
Photo Online. The study found that despite the fact that a high percentage of tourists have
already enjoyed up-close and personal danger, about 63% of people who have not tried
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dark tourism are interested in it. The main motivations for travelling to places of past
suffering include education (52%) and the desire to pay tribute to those who suffered in
these places of sorrow (47%) (Travel Daily News, 2023).

According to this study, about 82% of respondents have visited a tourist destination
associated with dark tourism at least once in their lives. 46% of tourists have positive
emotions towards dark tourism, 18% are very positive, and 9% are against dark tourism.
It can be explained by people’s preferences, their upbringing culture, traditions and social
norms, i.e. motivation depends on the tourist’s environment.

Analysing the subtypes of dark tourism, we can see that the greatest preference is given
to visiting places where there was a war or significant battles and disaster sites (natural
or technological) — 56%, 53% of tourists visit cemeteries and burial sites, 52% — visiting
places with ghosts and spirits, 50% — visiting places with radiation contamination (nuclear
tourism), 49% — visiting places associated with the Holocaust or genocide, 48% — tourism
in prisons and places of persecution.

From a demographic perspective, according to the aforementioned study, tourists are
divided into 83% men and 81% women who have visited a dark tourism destination at
least once. The majority of dark tourism users (91%) are young people (25 years old and
younger), 83% are middle-aged tourists (26 to 38 years old), 80% are above average tourists
(39 to 54 years old), and 71% are tourists aged 55 and older (Passport-Photo Online, 2022).
Thus, it can be said that dark tourism is the most widespread and dynamically developing
segment of active young people who love risk and adrenaline

As important are the motivational factors that directly encourage tourists to visit places
with a “dark”history. The main motivations were identified as follows:

e the educational and cognitive aspect provided by dark tourism (52%);

e to pay tribute to people affected by a tragic event (47%);

e to experience deep emotions at a place of tragedy (46%);

e to discover a place with history, not just see a popular location (45%) (Passport-Photo
Online, 2022).

A rather important moment in the development of dark tourism and a factor that
determines its place in the global economy is the relationship between tourist flows and
local residents of the country or region where dark attractions are located.

Scholar Tang Huang suggested that the attitudes of tourists and local communities will
differ at different stages of dark tourism development. The early stage is mostly favourable,
while the middle and late stages tend to develop in a rather negative direction. Local
communities and tourists lack trust and interaction, and become distant and suspicious in
their independent spaces of gaze projection, which prevents dark tourism from playing a
role in enhancing the value of human thinking. In dark tourism destinations, the first victims
have already suffered a lot of pain, but they have to deal with constant tourist inquiries and
often painful memories of the past, which often cause them emotional pain. In addition,
dark tourism often reflects tragic or ugly events, which sometimes damages the image of a
tourist destination and does not contribute to its improvement (Chen Kexin , 2022).

However, at the same time, it can be said that the objects of ‘dark’ tourism can be used
in other types of tourism. For example, an ancient haunted castle is an object of both dark
tourism, namely mystical and cultural tourism. That is, the presence of stories and legends about
ghosts and paranormal phenomena (for example, spirits wandering the castle halls or living in
its cellars) attract tourists who want to learn something mythical, secret and tickle their nerves.
At the same time, if the focus is shifted from mysticism to the architectural features of the castle,
the history of its construction, interior and exterior, as well as the life story of the castle owners,
then this tourist attraction will be classified as cultural and educational tourism.
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The same tourist attraction can be used for different tourist purposes. This increases the
level of economic revenues from tourism, increases the interest of tourists in visiting the site,
and invests in the development of the surrounding area and the restoration of the object of
knowledge and public interest. As a result, infrastructure improvements affect the level of
tourist satisfaction, which is one of the fundamental factors in the development of tourism in
the region.

Conclusions. In recent years, non-standard thematic excursions have become very
popular among tourist segments of consumers. Tourists prefer active recreation, little-known
routes, thrills and adrenaline during a excursion. Dark tourism is a certain combination of
different types of tourism, but it is full of mysticism, eerie places and scary legends. Dark
tourism combines historical memory, emotional impact and commercial appeal. Although
it raises ethical debates, it is growing in popularity, which confirms its importance in the
modern tourism space. Despite the ethical debate, dark tourism contributes to broadening
the worldview, preserving historical memory and understanding the tragedies of humanity.
