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SPECIFICS OF TOPIC-COMMENT ORGANIZATION
OF CHINESE HISTORICAL DISCOURSE TEXTS:
A THEORETICAL ASPECT

Abstract

The purpose of the article is to provide a detailed disclosure and justification of the specifics of the
topic-comment organization in Chinese historical discourse texts. The objectives involve identifying the
specific features of such texts’ organization, analyzing the theoretical significance of the topic-comment
structure, and providing practical recommendations for their further linguistic analysis. The methodology
is based on distributive, discursive, and contextual analysis. The study relies on the theory of functional
sentence perspective, the concept of “micro-topic schemes” (MTS), and a pragma-discursive approach
that views the text as a complex communicative event and a hierarchical network of topics and comments.
The scientific novelty lies in the comprehensive synthesis of structural-syntactic and pragma-discursive
approaches to studying historical discourse as an integrated phenomenon. It is substantiated that the
traditional imposition of the SVO (subject-verb-object) grammatical structure onto classical Chinese
historical texts leads to a distortion of their informational essence. It is proven that temporal and spatial
adjuncts, as well as subordinate conditional constructions, function as full-fledged macro-topics that
establish the conceptual framework for the narrative unfolding. Results of the study. It was found that
classical Chinese historical discourse functions based on “topic chains,” where the paragraph, rather
than the individual sentence, is the basic functional unit of meaning. Here, the topic emerges primarily
as a macrostructural discursive concept, the boundaries of which were historically marked by pauses
or specific particles (1, #). Furthermore, it was established that constructions with #Z bd and # beéi
markers are best treated as specific structures with a double topic, which eliminates the need for the
artificial application of Western categories of the passive voice. For accurate syntactic and discursive
analysis, as well as the translation of Chinese historical texts, scholars should abandon the formal SVO
approach in favor of the pragma-discursive one.

Introduction. Modern linguistics, in its study of syntax and text structure, increasingly
moves away from the traditional understanding of the sentence solely through the lens
of the «subject-predicate» (SVO) structure, turning instead to information structure and
pragmatics, where topic-comment organization plays a key role (Fisac & Moratto, 2023).
In turn, the comment is the message or statement that adds new information regarding the
given topic. Research into topic-comment structure has deep theoretical roots in linguistics,
originating from the works of G. von der Gabelentz (1901), C. Hockett (1958), M. Halliday
(1985). Researchers have demonstrated that the topic is not merely a syntactic element
but primarily a discursive one, as its function lies in linking the sentence to the preceding
discourse. Consequently, the topic takes precedence over the grammatical subject in
determining coreference during text construction.

Despite a solid theoretical foundation regarding topic-prominent languages and
information structure in general, the problem of the specific nature of such organization
within historical discourse remains insufficiently explored. Historical texts demonstrate
a unique method of information presentation, where topic-comment structure has been
fundamental since the very beginning of written literacy. In classical texts, basic discursive
relations were constructed through topics without the use of modern punctuation, relying
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on simple juxtaposition. The specificity of historical discourse lies in the fact that it often
employs temporal and spatial expressions not merely as adverbials, but specifically as
topics that set extensive frameworks for the subsequent description of events. Furthermore,
historical narrative actively utilizes «topic chains,» where a single topic extends its
influence over numerous subsequent comments within an entire paragraph, while the topic
itself may be omitted as it is already known from the context. The lack of a clear theoretical
understanding of how exactly topic-comment relations constitute a historical text leads to
significant difficulties in linguistic analysis, interpretation, and, notably, the translation of
historical monuments into languages of a different typology.

Analysis of the latest research and publications. The study of the specific nature of the
topic-comment organization of text is based on fundamental works in general linguistics,
discourse analysis, and syntactic typology. The basic principles for understanding topic-
comment structures were laid down by Zhao Yuanren (1979), who was the first to argue
that the grammatical meaning of the subject and predicate in a Chinese sentence is, in fact,
a relationship between topic and comment rather than between agent and action. This idea
was conceptualized by C. Li and S. Thompson (1981), who introduced the typological
division of languages into subject-prominent and topic-prominent. They defined the topic
as an element that establishes spatial, temporal, or individual boundaries within which
the main predication operates. Subsequently, the development of topic theory followed
two paths: structural-syntactic and pragma-discursive. Xu Liejiong and D. T. Langendoen
(1985) investigated the topic from the perspective of generative grammar, analyzing its
syntactic links with the comment. In contrast, Tsao Feng-fu (1990) and Shi Dingxu (2000)
emphasized the discursive nature of the topic.

Understanding the specifics of historical discourse requires the involvement of a broader
linguistic paradigm. As modern researchers note, discourse is a complex communicative
phenomenon that combines linguistic units with extralinguistic, sociocultural, and pragmatic
factors. Regarding the material of historical and classical Chinese texts, significant
contributions to the study of their information structure have been made by scholars such
as E. Pulleyblank (1995), Chou Fa-kao (1961), and C. Harbsmeier (2008).

Recent approaches to the formalization of discursive structure are offered by Xi
Xiaoming and Zhou Guodong (2017), who developed the «Micro-Topic Scheme» (hereafter
MTS). It relies on the theory of functional sentence perspective (theme-rheme structure)
and examines the unfolding of discourse through dynamic models of thematic progression.

The main purpose of the article is to provide a detailed disclosure and justification
of the specifics of the topic-comment organization in Chinese-language texts of historical
discourse.

Presentation and discussion of the main research material. In the modern paradigm
of linguistic knowledge, discourse is viewed as a multifaceted phenomenon — a complex
communicative occurrence that includes both the text and the extralinguistic factors
(sociocultural, pragmatic, psychological) necessary for its comprehension. Discourse is
not merely a sequence of sentences, but an array of thematically related texts “embedded
in life,” underpinned by a specific grammar, lexicon, and rules of syntax. When analyzing
historical discourse texts created in different sociocultural and linguistic realities, the
traditional syntactic approach based on the “subject-predicate” (SVO) structure often
proves insufficient. Instead, analysis through the lens of topic-comment organization serves
as a more adequate theoretical tool.

The fundamental theoretical distinction between subject-prominent and topic-prominent
languages was proposed by linguists C. Li and S. Thompson (1981). The specificity of
topic-comment organization lies in the fact that the topic always acts as definite, known, or
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identified information that establishes the starting point for the message. According to W.
Chafe’s (1976) definition, the topic is not necessarily what the sentence is «abouty; rather,
it sets the spatial, temporal, or individual framework within which the main predication
(comment) operates.

In modern generative and functional linguistics, several structural types of topics are
distinguished, among which the so-called «topics of relevance,» or «Chinese-style topics»
(first described by W. Chafe (1976) and C. Li & S. Thompson (1981)), are of key importance
for historical discourse. Unlike Left Dislocation or Hanging Topics, where the topic must
have a syntactic link to the comment (e.g., via a pronoun or null anaphora), «topics of
relevance» have no direct grammatical connection to the verb or any other element in
the comment. This proves that in historical discourse, the topic is primarily a discursive
concept marking an information domain boundary rather than a syntactic position.

Animportant theoretical property ofhistorical discourse is that subordinate clauses within
the information structure function precisely as topics. J. Haiman (1978) demonstrated that
conditional constructions are inherently «givensy that form a coordinate system for the main
clause. In historical chronicles, the description of events is often built through a chain of
preconditions. According to Haiman’s (1978) concept, conditions and temporal adverbials
in such texts are not merely syntactic markers but full-fledged topics that actualize shared
background knowledge or establish a new temporal frame so that the subsequent comment
can convey new information.

In historical discourse, the following patterns of thematic progression are most frequently
observed:

1. Constant Progression: The topic of the first sentence becomes the topic of subsequent
ones (T1 > T2). This is a classic mechanism for creating biographies of historical figures,
where the same individual (T1) remains an implicit or explicit topic for a series of event-
comments.

Example: ZIH 24— 7 HE, [0k, [0] fALAEFE . Qin Shi Huang unified
China, [@] abolished the feudal system, [@] replaced [it] with a system of commanderies
and counties.

T1: Z&lf & — explicit macro-topic.

T2: [@] — null topic (T1=T2). Instead of repeating the name or using the pronoun
“he” (fth), the topic is simply omitted in Chinese because the focus of attention remains
unchanged.

2. Simple Linear Progression: The rheme (comment) or a part of the rheme of the
preceding statement becomes the topic (theme) for the next one (R1 > T2). In historical
chronicles, this mechanism is the primary tool for detailing: a comment introduces a new
event or person, which immediately transforms into the topic of the next sentence, allowing
the narrative to move forward continuously.

Example: ZRHIARFLEK TARRGA L, AL SCHIBBL T —Ar Tl A . 08 5 ok
7 TP, At the end of the Qin Dynasty, a peasant uprising broke out. During the
uprising, a leader named Liu Bang emerged. Liu Bang later established the Han Dynasty.

T1: Z2§K4F — initial temporal macro-topic.

R1: @K 1 RS X — new information regarding T1.

T2: ji2 X — the final word of the previous comment (R1) instantly becomes the new
(embedded) topic for the next part of the statement.

R2: Jl I 7 — A7 4048 1Y X1 — this comment describes the new topic (the uprising), not
the initial one.

T3: X3 — the final word of the previous comment (R2) becomes the new topic for the
subsequent part of the statement.
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R3: #5377 HA — comment regarding T3.

3. Derived Progression (Nested Topics): A global macro-topic (e.g., an era or a war)
is split into micro-topics in subsequent comments, allowing for the description of different
aspects of a large-scale historical event without losing coherence.

Example: JHHH, SCHb, #FAR, KPR . Regarding the Tang Dynasty, [its] culture,
[specifically] poetry, [has] the highest level.

T1: EH — macro-topic establishing the global frame for the entire statement. It declares
the historical period under discussion. Everything following in the sentence pertains to the
Tang Dynasty.

T2: 3CAK — secondary micro-topic that narrows the macro-topic T1 to a specific aspect:
culture.

T3: K — tertiary micro-topic that further details the characteristic of micro-topic T2:
poetry.

R1: 7K*F 1% & — the only piece of new information, which syntactically relates only to
T3 but is logically subordinate to the global macro-topic T1.

Researchers emphasize that in languages and texts with a topic-comment dominance, the
basic functional unit is not the sentence but the paragraph (or “topic chain”). Furthermore,
the application of modern Western punctuation (oriented toward SVO structure) to classical
historical texts often distorts their true information structure. In the original topic-comment
organization, pauses separated not grammatical parts of a sentence, but specifically topics
from comments, or marked the boundaries of information domains. A single macro-topic
could encompass information that, by modern standards, would be broken down into
several separate sentences, leading to an artificial severance of semantic links during the
translation or interpretation of the text.

Expanding the theoretical framework of topic-comment structure requires addressing
syntactic typology and the architectonics of discourse. In modern linguistics, three main
types of topics are distinguished:

1. Left Dislocation. Left dislocation is characterized by the fact that the topic leaves
behind an empty category in the comment, as it is the result of syntactic movement.

Example: [ (3£21C) 1, 5L £ e;e;. Shiji [Records of the Grand Historian],
he has studied [it] for many years. In this example, the index i indicates the topic, and e;
e; (empty category) marks the position in the comment that refers to the same denotatum.
This serves as a graphical confirmation that the element was syntactically moved, leaving
behind a «trace.»In this sentence, the object Shiji is syntactically moved from its base
position after the verb fiff 7T to the beginning of the sentence into the topic position. Since
this is precisely a case of left dislocation, an empty category remains in the position after
the verb. We do not place the pronoun ‘&"it" there, as the structure is a direct result of a
syntactic shift.

[MKZ], KB K578 [ e;e;c From Chang'an, Zhang Qian set out for the
Western Regions.

A special place in historical discourse is occupied by these “Aboutness Topics,” which
have no direct grammatical connection to the verb or any other syntactic element in the
comment. They are linked solely through semantic and pragmatic means. Their function is
to establish a conceptual frame for the utterance, allowing the author to introduce macro-
themes without rigid grammatical constraints.

During the analysis of complex event descriptions, specific constructions with the
markers % ba and #% bei merit particular attention.

Example: f #3EEIE 0 T - Shang Yang changed the laws.
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Traditionally,  ba is considered a marker for object preposing, but from a discourse
standpoint, two topics are present here:

T1: F %t — a macro-topic that establishes the global frame for the entire utterance.

Influence Marker: % bid — signals that the subsequent element is a definite object
undergoing manipulation.

T2: ¥/ — a specific, identified referent that is affected.

R: 24 1 — the comment, directly revealing the result of the action, which logically
pertains to both topics.

Similarly, #% beéi constructions are double-topic structures where the first topic is the
patient (the entity targeted by the action), and the second topic acts as the cause or source
of influence.

Example: &) [E#73EE KT- T . (The Kingdom of Shu was destroyed by the Kingdom
of Wei.)

T1: #%j[E — the macro-topic, a definite object under discussion in the discourse and the
target of the action.

T2: 4 [F — the second definite object, introduced as the cause or source of influence on
T1.

R: KT- | —provides new information about what happened to T1 because of T2.

This approach allows for an adequate explanation of information organization in
historical texts without an artificial reliance on Western categories of the passive voice.

The existence of a sentence-level topic (clausal topic) localized in the lower inflectional
zone is well-founded. A crucial regularity is that within this zone, the sentence topic always
hierarchically dominates the sentence focus and precedes it. This explains the complex
hierarchy of historical narratives, where an additional object of attention can be introduced
after the main subject.

While the topic identifies known information, the focus highlights the new, most
important information within the comment. Historical texts frequently employ contrastive
topics (e.g., marked by the particle 4 y&), which single out a certain element to contrast it
with another object. Furthermore, specific comment markers such as #& shi, i jiu, or #f
dou function as focus markers. They shift the communicative emphasis to a specific part of
the comment while leaving the overall macro-topic unchanged.

Discursive markers and the phenomenon of ellipsis play a significant role in the macro-
structural unfolding of discourse. Certain conjunctions (e.g., FTLA sudyi “therefore” or
SRJ5 ranhou “then”), through the process of grammaticalization, have expanded their
functions from expressing direct consequence or sequence to acting as topic initiators
or means of resuming a previous theme after a digression. They mark the boundaries of
discourse domains and manage topic shifts within the text.

Conclusions and prospects for further research. In conclusion, the theoretical
understanding of the topic-comment organization in historical discourse requires a shift
from a narrow syntactic approach toward a pragma-discursive one. A historical text
unfolds as a hierarchical network of topics (including spatio-temporal circumstances and
conditional constructions) and their respective comments. Recognizing the specific nature
of topics, the mechanisms of thematic progression, and the role of the paragraph as the basic
unit of information structure is key to adequate linguistic analysis and the preservation of
the authentic logic of historical narratives.

The specificity of such texts lies in their construction around «topic chainsy—segments
of discourse headed by one or more topics followed by a series of comments, frequently
utilizing null anaphora. In historical monuments, topics were often marked not syntactically
but through specific discursive particles (notably tH y& and 35 zh&) or pauses. Furthermore,
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a distinctive feature is the foregrounding of constructions, which acquire the status of full-
fledged topics, establishing global frames for the further unfolding of historical events.

Theoretical analysis demonstrates that in historical discourse, the topic is primarily
a macro-structural, discursive concept rather than a mere syntactic position. The topic-
comment organization serves the function of information structuring, where the topic
acts as a point of reference and the comment as the focus. This proves that the cohesion
and coherence of a historical Chinese text are achieved through the semantic-pragmatic
alignment of information domains rather than formal grammatical government.

Recommendations for linguists and translators are proposed:

1. Rejection of the SVO framework: During the syntactic and discursive analysis
of Chinese historical texts, it is essential to avoid the artificial imposition of Western
European «subject-predicate» structures. This prevents the erroneous search for «hidden»
grammatical subjects where only a topic-comment frame exists.

2. Shifting the basic unit of analysis: Instead of the isolated sentence, the basic unit of
analysis should be the paragraph or a discourse fragment unified by a single topic chain.

3. Application of Micro-Topic Schemes (MTS): To track the dynamics of historical
narratives, it is recommended to use micro-topic schemes based on the theory of theme-
rheme progression. This allows for the formalization of the process where information
transitions from a historical fact (rheme) to the status of background knowledge (theme/
topic) for subsequent utterances.

4. Pragmatic analysis of markers: Special attention should be given to discursive
markers (e.g., focus adverbs or particles), treating them not merely as lexical units but as
indicators of the boundaries of information structures.

Prospects for further research in this direction lie in conducting corpus studies of thematic
progression across various genres of ancient Chinese writing and creating formalized
models for the machine analysis of the information structure of classical Chinese texts.

The purpose of this article is to analyze the content of Ukrainian historian V. B. Anotonovich’s
critical views on the ideologemes of Slavophilism, which are linked to their disparaging attitude toward
the idea of Ukrainian statehood and the dissemination of Ukrainian culture. The methodology is based
on the use of microhistorical and interdisciplinary approaches. The methodological foundation is an
interdisciplinary approach. Particular emphasis is placed on the structural-functional systemic analysis of
historiographical facts and the comparative-historical method, based on the principles of objectivity and
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methods of historiographical analysis, including historical-genetic and comparative approaches, are
utilized. Scientific novely. This article examines V. B. Antonovich’s historical and socio-political views
on the future of Ukrainian statehood and the development of Ukrainian culture through the lens of his
polemics and subsequent criticism of Slavophilism. Conclusions. It is noted that V.B. Antonovich’s
scholarly interests took shape from a young age and underwent a significant transformation throughout his
life. These changes were driven, in part, by V.B. Antonovich’s critique of the ideology of Slavophilism.
In his historical research, he sought answers to social and political questions raised by the life of the
people and the society to which he belonged; conversely, he used the information and facts provided by
his scientific research to address the social, national, cultural, and political problems of contemporary
life. The article also examines V. B. Antonovich’s views on Lavrov’s philosophy of the 1860s, which
he rightly assessed as materialistic, and the philosophy of the spirit as idealistic, thereby revealing the
general syncretic essence of his concept, his assessment of “pochennichestvo” as an unsolvable attempt
to reconcile Slavophilism with Westernism, as well as F. M. Dostoevsky’s worldview in the final years of
his life, which he interpreted not merely as religious, but as contemplative, mystical, and ascetic.

Introduction. V.B. Antonovich continued the unique tradition established by
M. Maksymovych and M. Kostomarov among Ukrainian historians, who felt a need not
only for cultural but also for civic service to their people. Contemporary researchers rightly
note that V.B. Antonovich was not an armchair scholar; on the contrary, he took an active
part in the political life of the Ukrainian people, and his civic activities began as early as
his student years (Korduba, 1928, p.161-162).

In particular, while studying at the university, V. B. Antonovich became interested in
Ukrainian peasant life, and together with like-minded individuals who shared his populist
views—as well as under the influence of Western social-revolutionary ideas—he organized
the Khlopoman movement. This populist-cultural movement among the intelligentsia
emerged in the Kyiv and Volhynia regions and sought to study the life and customs of the
Ukrainian peasantry. M.S. Hrushevsky wrote in his memoirs: “They travel on foot through
Volhynia, Podillia, the Kyiv region, Kholmshchyna, and a significant part of the Kherson
and Katerynoslav regions, not only studying folk life but also feeling a deep kinship with it”
(Hrushevskyi, 1984, 193—198). Undoubtedly, these travels through Ukraine, his encounters
with Ukrainians, and their ethnic culture ultimately shaped V. B. Antonovych’s Ukrainian
national identity.

At the same time, the scholar began his public activities, taking the helm of the Kyiv
community in 1861, which became the main hub of national-cultural and socio-political
activity in Ukraine. At that time, the scholar was convinced of the low cultural and ideological
level of the vast majority of Ukrainians, so he temporarily postponed introducing the
people to ideological and political ideas. Instead, V. B. Antonovich encouraged community
members to publish Ukrainian literature and to study the way of life, traditions, customs,
and folklore of the Ukrainian people.

Analysis of recent research and publications. In Ukrainian historiography, the scientific
heritage of V. B. Antonovych has been the subject of comprehensive study on more than
one occasion. In particular, the remarkable figure of the scientist was reflected, among
other publications, in one of the latest encyclopedias (Encyclopedia of the History of
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Ukraine, 2003). Among the scientists, monographs should be noted that revealed the
scientist’s historiosophical views on Ukrainian history and made generalizing conclusions
(Kiyan, 2005; Vermenych, 2010). In the largest works on this problem, the scientist’s
life and creative path, his socio-political activity and creative heritage are analyzed in
detail (Ulyanovskyi & Korotkyi, 1997). At the same time, V. B. Antonovych’s views on
the processes of state formation in Ukraine at various stages of history are covered in
historiography only fragmentarily.

The purpose of the study a considers the contest and basic ideas of the public
activity of the outstanding historian of XIX century V. B. Antonovych, with supporters
of slavophilism as well as his struggle for the free development of Ukrainian statehood,
language and literature in the Russian Empire in the second half-mid of the XIXth century.

The methodology is based on the use of a microhistorical approach. At the same time,
the principles of objectivity, systematization and scientificity are applied. The chronological
method, the method of analysis and synthesis, as well as comparative and retrospective
methods were used.

Presentation and discussion of the main research material. Recognizing that
Ukraine’s future political life must be linked to the younger generation, and given the great
importance of local Ukrainian organizations, V. B. Antonovich visited community groups
in other cities across Ukraine, thereby promoting his ideas (Ulyanovskyi & Korotkyi,
1997). Vasyl Domanytskyi (historian, literary scholar, publicist, and political figure) noted
on this subject: “It can be said with certainty that there was probably no cause—provided it
was of some importance or concerned a larger circle of Ukrainians— did not pass without
Volodymyr Bonifatiyovych participating in it, offering help or advice, and always with
extraordinary modesty, never putting himself forward (Domanytskyi, 1906, p.46—47).

It should be noted that as early as the 1850s, V. B. Antonovich was involved in the
Polish national liberation movement, but later focused on the issues facing the Ukrainian
people. The scholar’s final break with the Polish socio-political movement occurred in
1859, when its representatives proposed first restoring Poland within the borders of the
Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth of 1772, and only then addressing Ukrainian issues.
In response, V. B. Antonovich resigned from the editorial board of the Polish journal
*Publicysta* (Hyrych, 2014, p.116). The outward manifestation of the break with the Poles
was his conversion to the Orthodox faith, which symbolized, in the eyes of the young
scholar, a final union with the Ukrainian people (Korduba, 1928, p.162-163).

V. B. Antonovich, asserting the independence and distinctiveness of Ukrainians,
researched Ukrainian history, studying the peculiarities of the Ukrainian people’s way of
life from the earliest times. He attached great importance to educational and cultural work
aimed at preserving the national heritage and protecting the distinctiveness of Ukrainians.
He was a tireless advocate for the protection of the Ukrainian language and ultimately
contributed to the lifting of a number of restrictions imposed by the Ems Decree of 1876.

In the 1880s, V. B. Antonovich founded the so-called “Kyiv School of Historians” (a
historiographical school affiliated with St. Vladimir’s University in Kyiv), which became
the foundation for the development of Ukrainian historical scholarship. Here, two concepts
must be distinguished: the school itself and the movement. V. B. Antonovich’s historical
school included all of his students, regardless of their ideological and historiographical
convictions. This school holds a worthy place within the school of historians at St.
Vladimir’s University and in Ukrainian historiography as a whole. Accordingly, V. B.
Antonovich’s historical school, as a movement, encompassed only those historians who
shared their teacher’s populist ideas in a national-state context, that is, who belonged to the
Ukrainian historiographical concept (Fihurnyi, 2008, p.220).
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As aprofessor at St. Vladimir’s University in Kyiv, V. B. Antonovich encouraged young
people to engage in research in the field of medieval Ukrainian history: he involved students
in archaeographic expeditions and archival work, selected topics in Ukrainian studies for
competitive and thesis papers, master’s and doctoral dissertations, and recommended
scholarly works on Ukrainian studies for publication in academic journals(Matiakh, 2003,
p. 108).

The scholar’s influence on the content of the students’ works was evident not only in their
methodology but also in the fact that the authors incorporated archacological, historical-
geographical, and ethnographic material into their works. Under the scholar’s guidance, the
students compiled historical materials, presenting a comprehensive history of each region
by drawing on historical, topographical, and archaeological data, while actively studying
the scholar’s own works. V. B. Antonovych was the first among Ukrainian historians to
surround himself with a group of talented and hardworking researchers who continued to
develop his work, both during the scholar’s lifetime and after his death (Hermaize, 1928,
p-31).

V. B. Antonovich made a significant contribution to the academic pursuits of young
scholars, which subsequently had a positive impact on the study of Ukrainian history.
V. B. Antonovich utilized all the opportunities available at the time for scholarly inquiry
in the field of history—whether related to sources, historiography, or formal organizational
matters—to promote the independence of Ukrainian research at various levels. His work at
the faculty and department level, his teaching of lecture courses and special courses, his
training of young scholars, and his participation in the work of the Nestor the Chronicler
Historical Society, the Southwestern Branch of the Russian Geographical Society, the T.G.
Shevchenko Scientific Society in Lviv, and the Ukrainian Scientific Society in Kyiv, attest
to the fact that the scholar made a significant contribution to laying a solid foundation for
the cultural and national revival of the Ukrainian nation and for Ukrainian studies (Matiakh,
2003, p. 110).

V. B. Antonovych’s scientific and research talent was realized in the field of archeographic
and scientific journalistic work, in the field of development of specific historical issues, as
well as in archaeological and ethnographic studies. In the course of his scientific activity,
V. B. Antonovych introduced new archival materials into scientific circulation, analyzed
statistical data, used act materials, applied positivist research methodology, and also tried to
realistically highlight the historical process, distancing himself from unnecessary emotional
ethnography and poeticizing. Having encyclopedic knowledge and using local archives, the
scientist described in detail the everyday life of various local estates, reported previously
unknown details of the biographies of historical figures (Korduba, 1928, p.163-164).

As you know, on May 31, 1843, the Kyiv Archeographic Commission was created to
analyze ancient documents under the Kyiv, Volyn, and Podilsk Governor Generals. She
conducted search activities in the archives of state institutions, magistrates and monasteries,
in private archives in the Kyiv region, Volyn and Podil, as well as, if necessary, in Moscow,
St. Petersburg, Warsaw, etc. cities Based on the materials and documents collected by
her in 1852, the Kyiv Central Archive of Ancient Acts was created. The result of
V. B. Antonovych’s many years of work at the head of this authoritative scientific institution
of the Dnipro region was the initiation of many publishing projects, the results of which
later appeared in the publication «Archive of South-Western Russia», the editor-in-chief
of which was the scientist (Ulyanovskyi & Korotkyi, 1997). Such scientific activity of the
scientist formed the traditions of documentary in Ukrainian historiography.

Due to the deterioration of his health in January-May 1897, V. B. Antonovych went
to Italy for treatment, at the same time he received a scientific secondment to work in the
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Vatican archives. After returning to Kyiv, the scientist was constantly ill, he no longer had
the strength to teach and therefore stayed at home almost all the time. In 1902, the Russian
Imperial Academy elected him as its corresponding member. In January 1903, the royal
court recognized his merits for the last time, awarding him with the Order of Stanislav 1st
degree (Lototskyi, 1933, p.55).

Despite his illness, V. B. Antonovych does not stop his participation in political life.
In particular, at that time, together with O. Konyskyi, he considered the idea of creating a
non-partisan organization that would be able to revive the Ukrainian national idea. With the
active support of V. B. Antonovych, a secret organization emerged in 1897, which was later
named the Society of Ukrainian Successors, and later became the main center of cultural-
national and socio-political thought of Ukraine (17, p. 172).

At the beginning of the 20th century Ukrainian intellectuals launched a mass campaign
for the cancellation of anti-Ukrainian tsarist decrees. In this context, the work of
V. B. Antonovych regarding the restrictions on the free use of the Ukrainian language by the
Russian autocracy is indicative. In particular, in 1899, with the active support of the scientist,
the 11th Archaeological Congress was convened in Kyiv, which was attended by scientists
from the entire Russian Empire and some countries of Western Europe. The Ministry of
Internal Affairs allowed reading abstracts in all Slavic languages except Ukrainian. True,
at the last minute it changed its decision, but under the condition of conducting a closed
meeting and in the presence of no more than 25 people. V. B. Antonovych and his associates
refused to participate in the congress as a sign of protest. A similar thing happened in 1903
at the opening of the monument to I. Kotlyarevsky in Poltava — then the ban extended to
congratulatory speeches in the Ukrainian language.

Like most of his contemporaries, V. B. Antonovych was indifferent to the problems of
the Ukrainian language in public life. It is known, for example, that the old citizens of Kyiv
communicated with each other almost always in Russian. For example, V. B. Antonovych
always corresponded in Russian, even with such a prominent figure in the Ukrainian
national and cultural movement as Fedor Vovk. In this context, the recollections of Sofia
Yegunova-Shcherbina about disputes with V. B. Antonovych regarding the meaning of
Russian literature are indicative. The scientist was convinced that the influence of Russian
culture on Ukrainians was too great and therefore harmful. The problem, according to
V. B. Antonovych, was that Russian literature is stronger than Ukrainian, and the Russian
language is too close to Ukrainian, which increased the danger. The scientist believed
that when Ukrainians learn universal ideas and higher culture from the works of Western
European thought, they will strive to express these ideas in their own language and thereby
contribute to its development. According to the deep conviction of the scientist, young
people should learn foreign languages, read Western European literature richer in ideas —
this will be more useful for them than the influence of Russian literature (Fihurnyi, 2008,
p- 97). It is indisputable that V. B. Antonovych’s focus on European culture, in particular
historiography, distinguished the scientist from the majority of his colleagues, who were
used to turning to Russian and Polish literature.

V. B. Antonovych’s work «Note on the Limitations of the Ukrainian Language» revealed
the great scientific potential of the scientist and his ability to discuss with ideological
opponents within the framework of censorship. In it, the professor more carefully defends
the opinion about the need to cancel the Emsk decree of 1876. The reasons for a rather
tolerant presentation, with the use of the method of successive refutation of theses directed
against the permission of the free use of the Ukrainian language, lie in the fact that during
this period of V. B. Antonovych’s life and work, signs of the scientist’s fatigue and a
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significant decline in physical strength became noticeable (Lysiak-Rudnytskyi, 1994,
p. 215-216).

V. B. Antonovych was convinced that the definition of the Little Russian language,
whether it is an adverb or a dialect, is the competence of specialist philologists. But the
fact that millions of people speak this dialect/idiom is an indisputable fact. Moreover, the
eradication of the family language from school, church and even from books, according
to the scientist, entails retarding processes in the development of the people: knowledge
acquired at school is quickly lost, indifference to cultural life grows. It cannot withstand
criticism and the statement that the creation of literary works in, so to speak, a non-existent
language causes a kind of apprehension. Even if such a state of affairs were to be assumed,
when the works would not find their readers, then the damage from such activity would
primarily be borne by the author, and in this sense, there is no need to apply any prohibitive
measures, the scientist is convinced.

Accepting the ideas of the Enlightenment, V. B. Antonovych associated the suffering
of mankind with the underdevelopment of general philosophical concepts, the dominance
of superstitions, with ignorance and ignorance, and the successes of mankind, the progress
of historical life, with the progress of knowledge. At the same time, the scientist placed
knowledge in dependence on life, and the morality of society in dependence on the
«question of food», which introduced sociological realism into his concept.

Being convinced that «moral strength» makes a person a person, V. B. Antonovych
paid considerable attention to ethical issues. He built the «Code of Human Duties» based
on the properties and needs of human nature, defended an optimistic view of a dignified
life and death as an inevitable, natural and reasonable end of life. V. B. Antonovych argued,
relying, in particular, on Sechenov’s ideas, that the doctrine of free will is a pure fantasy, at
the same time, he appreciated the volitional capabilities of a person to influence social life.

V. B. Antonovych had to contrast his concept not only with the theory of «art for art’s
sakey, but also with the aesthetics of the publicists of «Russian Word», who represented,
in his opinion, «an ascetic view of arty. V. B. Antonovych builds aesthetics on the
anthropological principle, qualifying aesthetic feeling, aesthetic pleasure as a normal need
of human nature, which is satisfied by beautiful objects. Instead, the theory of «art for art’s
sake», according to the scientist, was one-sided, as it limited art only to aesthetic pleasure
(Yehunova-Shcherbyna, 1928, p.9-10).

The historian concluded that «the tragic outcome of the history of Ukraine is
caused by the fact that the Ukrainian people were never able to develop either a thorough
civilization or a strong self-discipline; because those who stood at the head of it and
undertook to take care of the people’s destiny had a very insufficient stock of cultures»
(Antonovych, 1991). In general, according to V. B. Antonovych: «The state is a product
of the human mind, which was formed according to the requirements of historical life; it
is a union to which people of many nationalities joined in order to ensure external security
and internal well-being» (1995, p. 157). Instead, the scientist insisted: «In order to create
a state, the people must possess considerable endurance, be able to refrain at every given
moment from actions that come from the influence of immediate ideas, for the sake of
future common benefits; must be able to sacrifice a share, sometimes quite large, of personal
will and personal desires for the benefit of the government, which is called to organize
society and guide state goals. The South Russian people never possessed these qualities
and deeply understood their absence» (Antonovych, 1995, p. 28-29). Characterizing this
landmark study by V. B. Antonovych, the researcher M. Corduba noted: «This is a further,
more consistent elaboration and deepening of the thoughts expressed by Kostomarov in the
treatise on the two Russian nationalities. The fact that it was reprinted three times is the best
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evidence of the wide echo and popularity that this article found among the Galician public»
(Korduba, 1928, p.64). V. B. Antonovych noted: «This period is characterized by the fact
that the real seniority of the Kiev table is recognized by seniority both in principle and in
practice. The Prince of Kiev is considered the main sovereign who rules all of Russia. With
the help of close relatives, he strives to restore unity in the state and tries to prevent the
development of estates; but already in the second generation after Yaroslav, this becomes
impossible... The last representative of the Kiev princes is Vladimir Monomakh...». (1991,
p. 89-90).

The second stage, in the periodization of V. B. Antonovych, lasts about 80 years, from
the Lubech congress to the final fall of Kyiv as the main princely table. «The character
of this period is that the real seniority of the Kiev table turns into an honorary one: at the
Lubech Congress, all the estates were recognized as independent, and the power of the
Kiev prince was recognized only morally, not factually».

V. B. Antonovych traces the third stage, the «partial-century period», from the
fall of Kyiv (1169) to the Lithuanian conquest. The scientist wrote: «The character of the
ego is the complete isolation and independence of the parts. The Kiev table loses even
its nominal primacy, and the other principalities have no claims to hegemony over all of
Russia». Therefore, several grand principalities were formed in a certain period of time,
and at the same time, the gradual division of the Kyiv principality itself was outlined. S.
Efremov rightly noted about V. B. Antonovych’s activities: «In another country, under
different political circumstances, he would have been able to fully develop his talent as a
politician and would probably have become a leader of the broad masses of humanity to
a better life. In Russia, in the circumstances of the autocratic-police regime, it happened
differently. Only a small part of his great political abilities went into work, and even then
it was invisible, often small, without a wide scope, without clear prospects. But still, even
with this share, Antonovych the politician fulfilled the oath that he had taken once, at the
turning point of his youth, before the judgment of his own conscience» (Yefremov, 1925,
p-22).

In the last quarter of the 19th century. social structural changes took place in the
Ukrainian public movement. Radical young people who did not accept the activities of
V. B. Antonovych entered the social and political arena. In particular, the historian V. 1.
Ulyanovsky notes: «But already at the end of the 1880s — in the 1890s, when radical youth
groups began to appear, and Volodymyr Bonifatiyovych increasingly lost his energy, voices
began to be heard from this camp about Antonovych’s lethargy, inertness, and cultural bias.
His methods of activity and leading ideas were condemned, and he himself was qualified as
a precious, but still a relic of old Ukrainianismy» (Ulyanovskyi & Korotkyi, 1997, p.34-35).

History refuted V. Antonovych’s point of view about the absolute lack of formation
of the «state instinct» of Ukrainians. However, it is difficult to deny the reasonableness of
the subjective reasons expressed by the historian, which repeatedly stood in the way of the
establishment of Ukrainian statehood, including in the 20th century. And today, the rapid
development of a sovereign Ukrainian state is hindered by the dominance of emotions when
solving state problems, selfishness and greed for profit, neglect of state interests, disrespect
for one’s authority, lack of self-sacrificing struggle for the interests of the community. All
this indicates a rather low level of political maturity of the Ukrainian nation.

Conclusions and prospects for further research. Thus, in his statist views,
V. B. Antonovych actually evolves from evaluating Ukrainianness as a Little Russian
identity to understanding national identity as purely Ukrainian. In the difficult socio-
political conditions of government persecution of Ukrainians, the scientist managed to find
channels for the spread of the Ukrainian idea, which was only formed in the 19th century.
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According to the scientist, the inability of the Ukrainian people to create a state is a specific
feature of Ukrainians who prefer to live in a federation with a stronger state (title) nation.
Classifying Ukrainians as stateless nations, V. B. Antonovych sought a compromise with
autocracy in his public, scientific-organizational, cultural-educational activities. At the
same time, V. B. Antonovych continued the legitimization of Ukrainian national history,
including the protection of the people’s rights to a certain territory, the question of the
antiquity of the origin and the very existence of the ethnos, the separateness of Ukrainians
from Russians and Poles in history, culture and language, etc.
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The purpose of the article is to study the historical preconditions for the development of airline
transport in the field of tourist travel and to analyse its current state in Europe and the world in the
context of post-COVID recovery, as well as to identify new market needs that arise for passengers when
travelling by air.

It is substantiated that
the pandemic has become not only a factor of decline, but also a point of change that has affected the
process of serving tourists in air transport in terms of sanitary and safety requirements, digitalisation of
service, and reorientation of tourist flows. Research results. The article examines the state of air transport
in the first months of the pandemic and the post-pandemic period of industry recovery; it examines the
dynamics of global passenger traffic with forecasts until 2030; examines the share of passenger air travel
by region of the world (Asia-Pacific, Europe, North and Latin America, the Middle East, Africa); the
market of each region is examined, taking into account revenues from air transport, airlines that have
become more competitive in it, and tourist destinations that have become popular in the post-COVID
period; The European aviation market has been analysed in detail in terms of passenger traffic and major
airports in countries such as the United Kingdom, Germany, France, Spain, Italy, Poland, Hungary, the
Netherlands and Ireland. It has been established that air transport is an integral part of the international
tourism infrastructure, as it provides fast, comfortable and efficient passenger travel over long distances.
It contributes to the development of remote tourist destinations, creates new tourist routes and stimulates
the economies of regions that are actively integrating into international tourist flows.

Introduction. Modern international tourism is impossible to imagine without air
transport, which provides fast and comfortable travel for tourists over long distances. Airline
transport plays an important role in the development of the tourism industry, contributing
to the expansion of tourist flows and increasing the competitiveness of tourist destinations.

At the same time, the events of 2020 related to the COVID-19 pandemic posed an
unprecedented challenge to the global aviation industry, causing a sharp decline in air
travel, the closure of borders and the virtual halt of international tourism. In the post-
COVID period, air transport has entered a phase of gradual recovery. The modern tourism
market is characterised by growing demand for air transport, driven by increased population
mobility, the development of international tourist flows and improvements in air transport
infrastructure.

Air transport provides fast, comfortable and safe travel for tourists, which contributes
to the development of long-distance tourist destinations and opens up new opportunities
for travel companies. At the same time, the air transport market faces a number of
challenges, including fluctuations in airfare prices, economic crises, technical innovations,
environmental requirements and geopolitical risks.

Analysis of the latest research and publications. Much of the current research focuses
on analysing the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on the airlines industry, assessing the
pace of its recovery and changes in the structure of demand for tourist air travel. Scientists
pay special attention to the issues of airlines adapting to new market needs. At the same time,
the issues of combining historical aspects of aviation transport development with an analysis
of its current state in the context of organising tourist travel in the post-COVID period remain
insufficiently covered, which necessitates further scientific research in this area.

The article uses analytical and statistical materials from international tourism and
transport organisations that form the general state of tourist flows using air transport.
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Publications by the World Tourism Organisation (UN Tourism) reveal the relationship
between the development of air transport and the growth of international tourist flows, and
define the role of air transport in the accessibility of tourist destinations.

Materials from the International Civil Aviation Organisation (ICAO) highlight the
historical stages of aviation development, flight safety standards, and current trends in
the aviation industry. ICAO data allows us to substantiate the impact of aviation on the
international mobility of the population during tourist travel.

In analysing the current state of air transport, we have made extensive use of reports
from the International Air Transport Association (IATA), which contain information
on passenger flows, air transport structures, and low-cost airlines after the 2019
pandemic. These sources have allowed us to track the dynamics of tourist travel using
air transport.

Particular emphasis is placed on official analytical reports on the development of aviation
infrastructure for air transport in Europe and its impact on the mobility of the population
for tourism purposes. This has made it possible to reveal the regional characteristics of the
functioning of air transport in Europe in comparison with global trends.

The purpose of the article is to study the historical preconditions for the development
of airline transport in the field of tourist travel and to analyse its current state in Europe and
the world in the context of post-COVID recovery, as well as to identify new market needs
that arise for passengers when travelling by airline transport.

To achieve this purpose, the following tasks were set: to analyse the impact of the
COVID-19 pandemic on the development of air transport in the tourism sector, to conduct
a market analysis of the recovery of air transport in Europe and worldwide, and to study
the European aviation market.

Research methods and methodology. The methodological basis of the article consists
of general scientific and special methods of cognition. The analysis uses the historical
method to study the post-COVID stage of aviation transport development, a systematic
approach to consider aviation as a component of tourism infrastructure, as well as methods
of analysis and generalisation to process scientific sources and statistical materials.
Comparative analysis made it possible to trace the peculiarities of the development of air
transport in Europe and other regions of the world, and the logical method contributed to
the formation of well-founded conclusions about the current state of the industry.

Presentation of the main research material.

The global air transport market is one of the important components of the global tourism
industry, providing mobility for millions of tourists every day. Air transport allows you to
cover long distances in a short time, making it a particularly popular means of travel among
tourists, both for business and leisure.

The introduction of quarantine restrictions due to the COVID-19 pandemic, the closure
of state borders and a sharp reduction in international mobility of the population in 2020
effectively led to an almost complete halt in international air traffic. For the tourism industry,
this meant the loss of the main channel for tourist travel.

In the post-pandemic period, the industry experienced a significant recovery,
accompanied by stricter health and safety requirements and the growing role of digital
technologies, including contactless airline ticket booking.

In 2021 and 2022, the situation began to stabilise. Thanks to the resumption of domestic
air travel in many countries, especially in Asia and North America, passenger numbers rose
to 4.3 billion in 2021 and 6.7 billion in 2022. These years marked a transition from a deep
crisis to a phase of active recovery.
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The year 2023 saw an almost complete return to pre-crisis traffic volumes. According to
the Airports Council International ,8.7 billion passengers used air transport in 2023, which
is approximately 95% of the 2019 level (Global passenger traffic expected to recover by
2024 and reach 9.4 billion passengers, 2023). This was facilitated by the resumption of
international tourism, the gradual lifting of quarantine restrictions, and growing confidence
among tourists.

In 2024, passenger numbers exceeded pre-crisis levels and reached 9.5 billion. This
figure is expected to reach 9.9 billion in 2025. According to their estimates, by 2030, global
passenger air traffic will amount to approximately 12 billion passengers per year, as shown
in Figure 1.

This growth is attributable to increased population mobility, growing demand for travel
in emerging economies, the expansion of low-cost airline networks, and the modernisation
of airport infrastructure. After a sharp decline at the beginning of the decade, global
aviation has demonstrated its ability to adapt and recover steadily, ushering in a new phase
of development in the post-pandemic world.

The global passenger air transport market is characterised by a clear regional structure
that reflects the specifics of economic development, tourism activity, urbanisation levels
and transport infrastructure density.

The Asia-Pacific region accounts for the largest share of air passenger traffic worldwide,
accounting for 33.5% of total traffic. This is due to rapid urbanisation, active business
mobility of the population, and a developed network of international hubs in cities such
as Singapore, Tokyo, Hong Kong, Seoul and Beijing. In addition, the region is actively
investing in infrastructure development, airport modernisation and the introduction of
digital technologies to improve passenger service quality.

Europe accounts for 26.7% of global air traffic. The region is characterised by a dense
network of air connections, high availability of low-cost flights, significant cross-border
tourism and active use of aviation for short and medium distances for both business and
leisure purposes.

America as a whole accounts for 28.2% of global air passenger traffic. Within the
region, North America accounts for 22.9%, driven by the strong domestic air transport
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market in the United States and Canada, high population mobility and the presence of large
carriers. Latin America accounts for 5.3% of global traffic, showing positive dynamics
due to gradual economic growth and the development of regional tourism. At the same
time, competition between national and private carriers is intensifying in the region, which
contributes to improving service quality.

The Middle East accounts for 9.4% of global traffic thanks to its strategic
geographical location between three continents and the strong position of hubs in
Dubai, Doha and Abu Dhabi. Many passengers use the services of airlines in this
region as transit carriers.

Africa has the smallest share, only 2.2%, which is explained by poorly developed
infrastructure, low purchasing power of the population and a limited number of air routes.
At the same time, Africa is considered a promising destination for future growth in air
traffic.

The share of passenger air travel by region of the world in 2024 is shown in Fig. 2.

Passenger air transport in the Americas region has shown complex but predictable
dynamics over the past five years. The region includes North, Central and South America,
but the bulk of traffic is concentrated in North America, particularly the United States. The
aviation industry here is one of the oldest and most developed in the world, with a high
level of domestic mobility and a strong infrastructure.

In America, air traffic fell sharply in 2020 due to the COVID-19 pandemic, with
only about 0.4 billion passengers using air transport, which was a historic low. The
complete closure of international connections, quarantine measures and falling demand
forced dozens of airlines to reduce or suspend operations. A gradual recovery began in
2021, especially in the United States, where domestic flights were actively restored, with
passenger traffic increasing to 0.8 billion. In 2022, air traffic grew to 1.2 billion passengers
thanks to the lifting of restrictions and the return of international tourism. In 2023, traffic
reached 1.6 billion, almost matching pre-pandemic levels. In 2024, there were about 1.7
billion passengers, indicating a return to stable growth. The growth dynamics are shown
in Fig. 3.

Important trends include the digitisation of aviation services, process automation, the
introduction of sustainable technologies and growing demand for domestic flights. Regional
hubs such as Dallas, Atlanta, Toronto and Panama play an important role, becoming key
transfer points between North and South America.

In 2021, the situation began to gradually improve, with passenger traffic rising to 0.2
billion. In 2022, traffic reached 0.3 billion passengers, and in 2023, 0.4 billion, indicating
a steady, albeit slow, recovery in the aviation industry. In 2024, passenger traffic grew to
0.45 billion, as can be seen in Figure 4.

The air transport market in Africa remains fragmented, with significant challenges
related to regulatory barriers, high fuel prices and a shortage of skilled personnel. Despite
this, some airlines play a prominent role in the development of connectivity in the region.
In particular, Ethiopian Airlines is the continent’s largest and most successful carrier, with
an extensive network of international and regional routes. Also noteworthy are Royal Air
Maroc and Kenya Airways, which are actively developing transcontinental flights and
cooperation with global airline alliances.
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The region’s aviation industry has shown flexibility: the recovery has been uneven,
depending on government policies on opening borders. The prolonged maintenance of
quarantine restrictions in China slowed the overall return to pre-crisis volumes, but in
2023, the lifting of domestic and external restrictions gave a significant boost to growth.
At the same time, the low-cost carrier segment, which is particularly popular in Southeast
Asia, developed actively, and airport infrastructure in major cities expanded.

In 2024, passenger traffic reached 2.05 billion, a record for the region. Compared to 2020,
this is more than a fourfold increase, demonstrating extraordinary resilience and high demand
for air travel. The dynamics of change are shown in Fig. 5. China, India, Indonesia and Vietnam
became the main generators of traffic, while major air hubs — Singapore, Hong Kong, Seoul and
Tokyo — regained their positions as transit centres between Asia, Europe and America.

By 2024, passenger traffic in the region reached 450 million people, almost five times more
than in the crisis year of 2020. The growth dynamics are shown in Fig. 6. The main aviation hubs
remain Dubai, Doha and Abu Dhabi, as well as Riyadh and Jeddah, which are actively competing
for the status of a leading transit hub. Dubai Airport continues to rank among the world’s busiest
airports in terms of international traffic, playing a key role in connecting continents.

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The region’s aviation sector is dominated by powerful state-owned carriers, renowned
for their high level of service and extensive route networks. Emirates from the UAE
remains a symbol of luxury and efficiency, serving tens of millions of passengers annually.
Qatar Airways, which has won numerous international awards, is actively expanding its
flight geography and strengthening its position in the premium transport segment. Etihad
Airways, based in Abu Dhabi, is undergoing a major transformation of its business model,
focusing on sustainable development and profitability. Saudi aviation is rapidly gaining
momentum: Saudia is modernising its fleet and expanding its presence on international
routes, while the newly established Riyadh Air has ambitious plans to become a global
player. All these trends testify to the region’s ambitions to occupy an even more significant
place in the global aviation system.

As for Europe, this region has shown a gradual recovery after a significant decline
in traffic caused by the COVID-19 pandemic in 2020. The initial decline in demand and
numerous restrictions on international travel led to a sharp drop in passenger traffic to 0.6
billion people. However, since 2021, the market has begun to recover, thanks in particular
to high activity on domestic routes and the easing of quarantine measures within the
European Union.

One of the defining features of the European market has been the rapid growth of low-
cost carriers such as Ryanair, Wizz Air and easylJet, which have made air travel accessible
to a wider section of the population. At the same time, major national carriers, including
Lufthansa, Air France and British Airways, resumed their international routes and invested
in fleet upgrades.

A significant boost to growth was observed in 2023, when most European countries
fully opened their borders to international travel, contributing to the active return of tourist
and business traffic. In 2024, passenger traffic in the region reached 2.3 billion people,
exceeding pre-crisis levels and demonstrating the resilience of the European aviation
industry. The dynamics of change are shown in Fig. 7.

The European aviation market has a significant share of transport due to the high mobility
of the population, the development of international tourism and an integrated transport
infrastructure. Europe has a dense network of airports and airlines connecting both large
metropolitan areas and remote regions. In 2024, European Union airports served more
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than 2.3 billion passengers, indicating a steady recovery in demand after the pandemic
downturn.
The United Kingdom is one of the leaders in terms of air traffic in Europe. The country’s
main airports are listed in Table 1.

This multi-level aviation system provides the UK with stable passenger growth and
competitiveness in the European market. Given the active recovery of tourism after the
pandemic, further investment in infrastructure and route network development is expected.

Germany has a strong airport infrastructure, including Frankfurt Airport (FRA) — the
largest in the country with over 67 million passengers in 2024 — as well as Munich (MUC)
and Berlin (BER). Lufthansa, the national carrier and one of Europe’s largest airlines, is the
main force in the market. The country’s main airports are listed in Table 2.

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The Lufthansa Group also includes the subsidiary brands Austrian Airlines, Brussels
Airlines and SWISS, which form an extensive network of connections throughout Europe
and beyond.

Frankfurt Airport serves as the country’s main international hub, with particularly active
transatlantic and Asian routes.

Munich Airport is known for its high quality of service and extensive network of
European flights, and also plays an important role in domestic transport. Berlin Airport,
which reopened in 2020, is rapidly gaining popularity as a commercial and tourist hub,
especially among low-cost airlines such as easyJet and Ryanair.

In addition to Lufthansa, Eurowings, a subsidiary of Lufthansa that mainly serves
medium-haul routes, is also active in the market. Ryanair and Wizz Air are also active in
Germany, especially on routes to Eastern Europe. Germany’s aviation infrastructure is one
of the most technologically advanced in the world, with high safety standards, convenient
transfers and efficient logistics.

France concentrates significant traffic at Paris Charles de Gaulle Airport (CDG), which
welcomed over 68 million passengers in 2024. It is the country’s main international hub
and the base of the national airline Air France, which together with KLM (Netherlands)
forms the powerful Air France-KLM aviation group, a member of the global SkyTeam
alliance. Air France operates flights to Europe, Africa, America and Asia, with an extensive
route network.

The second most important airport is Orly (ORY), which served over 33 million
passengers in 2024. It specialises in domestic and Mediterranean destinations, mainly
serving low-cost flights (Transavia, easyJet, Vueling).

France is also actively developing regional hubs: Lyon-Saint-Exupéry (LYS), Nice-
Cote d’Azur (NCE) and Toulouse-Blagnac (TLS). In particular, Nice is an important tourist
hub, and Toulouse is a centre for the aviation industry (Airbus). Data on the main airports
in France are presented in Table 3. All major airports are integrated into the national TGV
high-speed train network, which facilitates convenient transfers.

Spain is one of Europe’s leading tourist hubs, with a developed aviation infrastructure
and high passenger traffic, as shown in Table 4.

The largest airports are Madrid-Barajas Adolfo Suarez (MAD) and Barcelona-El Prat
(BCN), which together serve over 100 million passengers annually. MAD serves as the
country’s main transit hub and base for the national carrier Iberia, which is the leader
on routes to Latin America and is also actively developing routes to North America and
Europe.

Barcelona-El Prat is Spain’s second most important airport after Madrid-Barajas. It plays
a strategic role in tourist and business air traffic with European and North African countries,
serving millions of passengers annually. The low-cost airline Vueling, a subsidiary of the
international aviation holding company IAG, which also includes such well-known airlines
as Iberia and British Airways, operates actively here.

Italy has one of the most extensive aviation systems in Europe. The main airport hubs
that play a key role in passenger transport are listed in Table 5.

The main airports are Rome Fiumicino (FCO) and Milan Malpensa (MXP), which

together account for a significant portion of the country’s international traffic. In 2024,
total passenger traffic at Italian airports exceeded 160 million people. FCO is the main
hub for ITA Airways, the national carrier created after the restructuring of Alitalia. The
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company operates as a full-service airline and is a member of the SkyTeam alliance,
actively developing routes to Europe, North America, Asia and North Africa.

Milan Malpensa, in turn, serves as a business and cargo hub for Northern Italy. In
addition, the airports of Venice (VCE), Bologna (BLQ), Naples (NAP) and Bergamo
(BGY) play a significant role in regional traffic, with the latter being one of the main hubs
for low-cost carrier Ryanair. Overall, low-cost carriers Ryanair and Wizz Air have a large
share of the domestic and short-haul international market, offering affordable flights to
popular European destinations.

Poland is playing an increasingly important role in Central Europe thanks to growing
air traffic and its favourable geographical location. The country’s main airport is Warsaw
Chopin (WAW), which served over 18 million passengers in 2024, as shown in Table 6.
It is the main base of the national carrier LOT Polish Airlines, one of the oldest airlines
in Europe, which is actively developing long-haul flights to North America, Asia and the
Middle East. LOT is a member of the Star Alliance and plays an important role in transit
traffic between Eastern and Western Europe.

In addition, Poland is a key market for low-cost airlines Ryanair and Wizz Air, which
have numerous bases throughout the country. The airports in Krakow (KRK), Gdansk
(GDN), Wroclaw (WRO), Poznan (POZ) and Katowice (KTW) play an important role
in domestic and regional connections. For example, Krakow is Poland’s second busiest
airport in terms of passenger traffic, serving both tourist and business routes.

The Hungarian aviation market is centred around one key hub — Budapest Ferenc Liszt
International Airport (BUD), which served over 12 million passengers in 2024. BUD is the
country’s main air gateway and is actively developing as a transit hub for Central Europe,
increasing the number of direct flights not only within Europe, but also to the Middle East,
North Africa, South Asia and recently opened destinations in Southeast Asia (e.g. Bangkok
and Seoul). The government and airport operator are investing in terminal modernisation
and infrastructure development to accommodate long-haul flights.

The country’s main airline is Wizz Air, a successful budget airline founded in Hungary.
The company’s main markets are Poland, Romania, Bulgaria, Italy, and the United Arab
Emirates (through Wizz Air Abu Dhabi). The company also actively competes with
Ryanair in many market segments. In addition to Wizz Air, there are major foreign carriers
in Hungary, including Lufthansa, Turkish Airlines, Qatar Airways, and Emirates.

Although Hungary has only one major airport, regional airports in Debrecen and
Szarmelék (near Lake Balaton) also operate a limited number of seasonal and charter
flights, mainly for tourism purposes. Hungary’s main airports and their passenger traffic in
2024 are shown in Table 7.

The Dutch aviation sector plays a key role in air transport in North-Western Europe. The
central hub is Amsterdam Schiphol Airport (AMS), one of the largest and most important
hubs in Europe. In 2024, it handled more than 62 million passengers, making it the leading
transport centre not only for the country but also for the region.

Schiphol is the main base for KLM Royal Dutch Airlines, the oldest operating airline
in the world and co-founder of the global SkyTeam alliance. KLM actively cooperates
with Air France within the Air France-KLM Group. Thanks to Amsterdam’s convenient
geographical location, KLLM provides efficient transit connections between Europe, North
America, Africa, the Middle East and Southeast Asia.

In addition to KLM, low-cost airlines are also active in the Dutch market, including
Transavia (a subsidiary of KLM), as well as easyJet and Ryanair, which operate flights
from regional airports. Among them, Eindhoven Airport (EIN) stands out as the second
largest in the country, specialising mainly in budget transportation.

The Netherlands has a consistently high level of airport infrastructure, as shown in Table
8, high-quality passenger service and effective integration with rail transport, in particular
thanks to direct connections to the centre of Amsterdam and other cities in the country.

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Ireland is strategically important in European aviation due to its transatlantic position
and active aviation sector. The main hub airport is Dublin (DUB), which served over
32 million passengers in 2024, making it one of the busiest in Western Europe.

The country’s largest airline is Ryanair, based in Dublin. It is Europe’s largest low-cost
carrier in terms of passenger numbers. The company serves over 230 destinations in more
than 35 countries, with over 90 bases across Europe. Its strategy is to provide low-cost
flights from smaller regional airports, allowing it to cover almost the entire continent and
maintain competitive prices.

In addition to Ryanair, Aer Lingus is also active in the country — a full-service carrier
specialising in transatlantic routes. It operates regular flights to the United States, Canada
and the United Kingdom, and is a member of the IAG international alliance alongside
British Airways and Iberia.

Other important airports in Ireland include Cork (ORK) and Shannon (SNN), which
serve regional and seasonal flights, particularly to the United Kingdom, Spain and Portugal.
Shannon is historically significant as one of the first transatlantic hubs in Europe. Ireland’s
main airports and their passenger traffic are shown in Table 9.

Thus, the European aviation market is characterised by a large number of players, high
competition and rapid recovery from the pandemic. The diversity of airlines, from flag
carriers to low-cost carriers, provides flexibility and a wide choice for tourists. Significant
development of airport infrastructure, fleet modernisation, and the introduction of
environmental standards also play an important role in the further growth of the sector.

Conclusions. The study shows that air transport plays an important role in the
development of international tourism and the organisation of tourist trips. Its historical
development has been a prerequisite for the formation of the global tourism space and
a significant increase in population mobility. In modern conditions, aviation remains an
important component of tourism infrastructure. It has been established that air transport is
an integral part of the international tourism infrastructure, as it provides fast, comfortable
and efficient passenger travel over long distances. It contributes to the development of
remote tourist destinations, forms new tourist routes and stimulates the economies of
regions that are actively integrating into international tourist flows. Air transport also has a
significant impact on tourists’ choice of destinations and types of travel.

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HISTORY OF UKRAINIAN-POLISH RELATIONS
AFTER 1991: STAGES OF FORMATION AND PROSPECTS
FOR DEVELOPMENT

Abstract

The aim of the article is to provide a comprehensive analysis of the process of formation and development
of Ukrainian-Polish relations after 1991, to identify their main stages, to determine the key political, economic,
security, and humanitarian factors influencing the dynamics of bilateral cooperation, and to outline the prospects
for the further development of strategic partnership between Ukraine and Poland in the context of contemporary
regional and global challenges. The methodology is based on a comprehensive approach that combines
historical-comparative, systemic, and comparative-legal analysis. The following methods were employed:
Historical analysis — to identify the preconditions and stages of the formation of Ukrainian-Polish relations;
Documentary and legal analysis — to study treaties, agreements, and official political documents; Comparative
method — to evaluate the dynamics of cooperation in political, economic, and humanitarian spheres; Systemic
approach — for a comprehensive assessment of the interconnections among factors influencing bilateral
relations. The methodology relies on a combination of qualitative and quantitative approaches, allowing for a
thorough assessment of the evolution and trends of Ukrainian-Polish relations after 1991. Scientific Novelty.
The dynamics of Ukrainian-Polish relations in the post-Soviet period have been analyzed, with key stages
and transformations identified. Patterns influencing the further integration and cooperation of both states have
been established. The main factors shaping current trends and prospects for their development have been
determined. Research Results. The study allows us to assert that Ukrainian-Polish relations after 1991 have
undergone several successive stages of development: from the formation of a treaty-legal framework and the
institutionalization of cooperation to the deepening of strategic partnership in political, economic, security,
and humanitarian spheres. Poland acts as a key factor in supporting Ukraine’s European and Euro-Atlantic
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integration, particularly through the provision of military-political and humanitarian assistance. At the same
time, the development of bilateral relations is characterized by a number of structural challenges, including
historical disputes, economic contradictions, and the influence of domestic political processes in both states.
The dynamics of cooperation demonstrate a stable tendency toward the deepening of strategic partnership,
which becomes particularly relevant in the context of contemporary regional and global security challenges.

Podpisano
wowczas Ukrainsko-Polska Deklaracje o Przyjazni i Wspotpracy, ktora zawierata wszelkie
cechy umowy miedzypanstwowej (Impuyk, 2014, s. 334).

1 grudnia 1991 roku rzad Ukrainy poddat kwesti¢ potwierdzenia Aktu Niepodlegtosci
pod ogodlnonarodowe glosowanie. 2 grudnia Rzeczpospolita Polska byta pierwszym
panstwem, ktore uznato niepodlegtos¢ Ukrainy.

Zatem ogloszenie niepodlegtosci Ukrainy, przemiany w globalnym uktadzie geopolitycznym
na poczatku lat dziewiecdziesigtych oraz przezwyciezenie bipolarnego podziatu stosunkow
miedzynarodowych stworzyly szczegolne warunki dla przejicia dziatalnoéci dyplomatycznej
Ukrainy i1 Rzeczypospolitej Polskiej na nowy poziom (Bupkosuu, 2009 s. 75).

Jednym z najpilniejszych wyzwan, przed ktorymi stanety rzady niepodlegtych panstw,
bylo uksztattowanie i rozwinigcie relacji migdzypanstwowych, co miato umozliwié
okreslenie priorytetow przysztego kursu polityki zagranicznej panstwa.

W pierwszej potowie lat dziewig¢édziesiatych, realizujac program polityki zagranicznej
przyjety przez Rad¢ Najwyzszg Ukrainy, ukrainska dyplomacja stopniowo wyznaczala
kluczowe kierunki i priorytety swojej aktywnosci, precyzowata cele oraz zadania, a takze
okreslata perspektywy krétko- i dlugoterminowe.

Podstawy relacji dyplomatycznych miedzy Ukraing a Polska byty sukcesywnie
utrwalane w Konstytucji Ukrainy, ustawach Ukrainy «O stuzbie panstwowej» i «O stuzbie
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dyplomatycznej», w Konwencji wiedenskiej o stosunkach dyplomatycznych z 1961 roku,
Konwencji wiedenskiej o stosunkach konsularnych z 1963 roku oraz w innych aktach
prawnych (bupkosud, 2009, s. 75-76).

Zdaniem Wactawa Czigaka relacje migdzy Ukraing a Rzeczapospolita Polska opieraty
si¢ na pigciu wspolnych dla obu panstw determinantach: 1) strategiczno-geograficznej, 2)
polityczno-obronnej, 3) ekonomiczno-gospodarczej, 4) spoteczno-demograficznej oraz 5)
tradycyjno-historycznej (Inmpuyk, 2014, s. 335-336).

W nowych realiach geopolitycznych przeksztalcajacej si¢ Europy oba panstwa dazyty
do ksztaltowania relacji o charakterze przyjaznym i partnerskim, opartych na wzajemnych
korzysciach. To wilasnie w tym okresie powstaly fundamenty dalszej, konstruktywnej
wspotpracy ukrainsko-polskiej, ktore w kolejnych latach umozliwity osiggniecie poziomu
porozumienia i strategicznego partnerstwa.

Istotnym krokiem w ksztaltowaniu nowego modelu wspdtpracy dwustronnej byta
pierwsza oficjalna wizyta Prezydenta Ukrainy Leonida Krawczuka w Rzeczypospolitej
Polskiej w maju 1992 roku. Zapoczatkowata ona praktyke regularnych spotkan ukrainsko-
polskich na najwyzszym szczeblu. W trakcie tej wizyty, 18 maja 1992 roku, podpisano
podstawowy traktat o dobrym sasiedztwie, przyjaznych stosunkach i wspotpracy miedzy
oboma panstwami.

Stanowisko Polski wobec Ukrainy jednoznacznie wyrazil podczas wizyty w Kijowie
w dniach 9-11 lutego 1994 roku minister spraw zagranicznych Rzeczypospolitej Polskiej
Bronistaw Geremek: «Naszym interesem jest wzmocnienie niepodlegtosci Ukrainy i
Biatorusi, w przeciwnym razie Polska stanie si¢ ostatnig twierdza, «polem bitwy» migdzy
Wschodem a Zachodem, co bytoby dla nas nickorzystne» (Ykpaina, 2002, s. 284).

Ukraina byta rowniez zainteresowana petnym uczestnictwem w strukturach Inicjatywy
Srodkowoeuropejskiej (ISE), ktorej cztonkiem stowarzyszonym byta od 1994 roku. Polska,
przewodniczaca wowczas ISE, poparta to dazenie Ukrainy podczas spotkania ministrow
spraw zagranicznych panstw cztonkowskich ISE w Krakowie w kwietniu 1995 roku oraz
w trakcie dwustronnych konsultacji ukrainsko-polskich w Warszawie w lipcu 1995 roku
(Kupumown, 2012 s. 4).

Relacje ukrainsko-polskie osiggnety poziom partnerstwa strategicznego po podpisaniu
w maju 1997 roku przez prezydentéw — Leonida Kuczmy i Aleksandra Kwasniewskiego —
Wspdlnej Deklaracji «Ku Porozumieniu i Jedno$ci».

Partnerstwo strategiczne oznacza przede wszystkim zbiezno$¢ stanowisk w kluczowych
kwestiach bezpieczenstwa miedzynarodowego oraz integracji z strukturami europejskimi
i euroatlantyckimi. W efekcie nastgpita intensyfikacja kontaktow na wszystkich
szczeblach — panstwowym, mi¢dzybranzowym, biznesowym, naukowym i kulturalnym.
Swoja dzialalno$¢ ozywit rowniez Komitet Konsultacyjny, ktéremu powierzono funkcje
koordynatora wszystkich form wspotpracy ukrainsko-polskie;j.

Po objeciu wladzy przez prezydenta Wiktora Juszczenke i poczatkowym entuzjazmie nie
tylko wsrod polskich politykow, ale takze w wyniku nagtej zmiany stereotypéw Polakow
wobec Ukraincow, nadszedt czas zmierzenia si¢ z realiami wynikajacymi z przystapienia
Polski do Unii Europejskiej. Perspektywa wejscia Polski do strefy Schengen zmusita oba
panstwa do podjecia dziatan majacych na celu zminimalizowanie skutkéw ograniczen
w ruchu przygranicznym. Jednym z takich rozwigzan byla umowa o matym ruchu
granicznym, umozliwiajagca swobodne przekraczanie granicy na podstawie specjalnych
dokumentow. Porozumienie to dotyczylo przede wszystkim osob zamieszkujacych w
strefie przygranicznej o szerokosci 30 kilometrow. Strona ukrainska utrzymata przy tym
asymetri¢ w wymogach wizowych wobec obywateli polskich, odmawiajac wprowadzenia
wiz (€xppamuk, 2018).
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Bardzo istotnym, cho¢ w duzej mierze symboliczny wydarzeniem w relacjach polsko-
ukrainskich bylo odstoniecie 24 czerwca 2005 roku Memorialu Lwowskich Orlat.
Podczas uroczystosci zainaugurowano takze pomniki poswigcone francuskim piechurkom
i amerykanskim lotnikom, ktérzy przez prawie dziesig¢ lat byli zrodtem konfliktu
(Jedraszczyk, 2004). Wiadze Lwowa zgodzily si¢ jedynie na rekonstrukcje kamiennych
Ilwow 1 miecza, mimo ze czlonkowie rady miejskiej uwazali je za symbole polskiej
dominacji na Ukrainie.

Kolejne lata cechowaly si¢ zmniejszong intensywnoscia spotkan dyplomatycznych.
Ukraina nieustannie zmagala si¢ z kryzysami gazowymi oraz wewne¢trznymi grami
politycznymi, a nowe wybory parlamentarne pogtebity niestabilnos¢ w kraju. Pod koniec
lutego 2006 roku prezydent Lech Kaczynski odbyt oficjalng wizyte na Ukrainie. Podczas
wizyty prowadzit rozmowy z glowg panstwa — Wiktorem Juszczenka, premierem Jurijem
Jechanurowem oraz liderka Bloku Julii Tymoszenko, a takze ztozyt kwiaty przy Pomniku
Ofiar Wielkiego Glodu 1932-1933, grobach polskich zotierzy oraz przy pomniku
ukrainskiego poety Wasyla Stusa. Sukcesem dla Polski byto przyjecie przez Parlament
Europejski raportu, ktéorego gtownym autorem byl europosel Michat Kaminski (woéwczas
przedstawiciel partii «Prawo i Sprawiedliwo$¢»). Dokument ten zalecal Unii Europejskiej
okreslenie wyraznych perspektyw cztonkostwa dla Ukrainy (€napammuk, 2018).

Przetomowymi momentami w relacjach ukrainsko-polskich okazaty si¢ wojna
hybrydowa w 2014 roku oraz pelmoskalowa inwazja Rosji w 2022 roku. W tym czasie
Polska byla jednym z pierwszych panstw, ktore potwierdzily swodj status sojuszniczy,
udzielajagc Ukrainie wsparcia w zakresie bezpieczenstwa oraz przyjmujac duzg liczbe
uchodzcow uciekajacych przed rosyjska agresja. Od samego poczatku konfliktu w 2014
roku Polska zajeta stanowcze stanowisko w sprawie potepienia okupacji Krymu oraz
czesci obwodow donieckiego 1 tuganskiego, co stanowito istotny sygnat miedzynarodowe;j
solidarnosci z Ukraing.

Pelnoskalowe dzialania wojenne Rosji okreslity nowe zadania dla obu panstw w
zakresie koordynacji wysitkow 1 zasobow, majace na celu powstrzymanie agresji i
ochrong integralnosci terytorialnej Ukrainy. Dla Polski wsparcie Ukrainy oznacza przede
wszystkim obron¢ europejskich wartosci demokratycznych 1 liberalnych, bedacych
fundamentem zjednoczonej Europy oraz kolektywnego Zachodu. Ponadto Polska pozostaje
jednym z kluczowych oredownikow interesow Ukrainy na forum migdzynarodowym i w
geopolitycznych negocjacjach, w szczegdlnosci w zakresie wspierania procesu integracji
Ukrainy z strukturami europejskimi i euroatlantyckimi (Kuchabcki, 2025).

Polska stata si¢ jednym z czotowych zachodnich dostawcéw broni dla Sit Zbrojnych
Ukrainy. W lutym 2022 roku rzad Polski podjal decyzje o nieodptatnym przekazaniu
Ukrainie sprzetu wojskowego z wilasnych zasobow armii. Z poczatkiem peloskalowej
wojny polska pomoc wojskowo-techniczna dla Ukrainy zaczeta dynamicznie rosnacé.
Wydarzenie to zainicjowato cykl kolejnych posiedzen Kontaktowej Grupy Wsparcia
Ukrainy, w efekcie ktorych ogloszono dostawy licznych jednostek sprzgtu opancerzonego
oraz dziat i artylerii rakietowej. Na poczatku 2023 roku wartos¢ polskiej pomocy wojskowe;j
dla Ukrainy znaczgco wzrosta (Zelichowski & Tichonenko, 2023, s. 65).

Od poczatku petnoskalowej agresji Rosji Polska aktywnie uczestniczy w udzielaniu
Ukrainie wsparcia ekonomicznego. W 2022 roku Ministerstwo Rozwoju i Technologii
we wspolpracy z Polska Agencja Inwestycji i Handlu rozpoczgto rekrutacje polskich firm
zainteresowanych odbudowa eksportu oraz udziatem w procesie odbudowy Ukrainy.
W odpowiedzi wptynety setki zgloszen od przedsigbiorstw z rdéznych sektorow, w tym
budownictwa, przemystu maszynowego, IT oraz farmaceutycznego, ktore chca aktywnie
uczestniczy¢ w tym przedsiewzieciu (Zelichowski & Tichonenko, 2023, s. 66).
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Whioski. W ten sposob kluczowymi czynnikami ksztattowania relacji ukrainsko-
polskich staty si¢ zmiany geopolityczne ostatniej dekady XX wieku, takie jak
przezwycig¢zenie rywalizacji Wschod—Zachod, upadek komunizmu oraz zwrot wielu
panstw ku wartosciom demokratycznym. Rozpad Zwiazku Radzieckiego i pojawienie si¢
na arenie miedzynarodowej nowych, niepodleglych panstw postradzieckich spowodowaty
w spotecznosci swiatowej rewaluacj¢ priorytetow oraz ostabienie wieloletniej dominacji
rosji w ,,przestrzeni eurazjatyckiej”.

Niniejsze badanie pozwala wysunac¢ nastepujace wnioski: stosunki ukrainsko-polskie
po 1991 roku przeszly kilka wyraznie zaznaczonych etapéw rozwoju — od tworzenia
podstaw traktatowo-prawnych i instytucjonalizacji wspotpracy po poglebianie partnerstwa
strategicznego w sferze politycznej, gospodarczej, bezpieczenstwa i humanitarne;j.
Polska odgrywa kluczowa role we wspieraniu europejskiej i euroatlantyckiej integracji
Ukrainy, a takze w udzielaniu pomocy wojskowo-politycznej i humanitarnej. Jednocze$nie
rozwoj stosunkow dwustronnych towarzyszy szeregowi wyzwan, w tym historycznym
sporom, kwestiom gospodarczym oraz wptywowi czynnikéw polityki wewnetrznej obu
panstw. Dynamika wspolpracy wykazuje trwalg tendencje do poglebiania partnerstwa
strategicznego, zwtaszcza w warunkach wspotczesnych regionalnych i globalnych wyzwan
bezpieczenstwa.

W kontekscie perspektyw dalszych badan wskazane jest przeprowadzenie poglebionej
analizy wplywu pamieci historycznej i opinii publicznej na dialog dwustronny. Nalezy
doktadniej zbadac role wspotpracy regionalnej i transgranicznej w umacnianiu partnerstwa
strategicznego. Warto opracowa¢ modele prognostyczne rozwoju stosunkow ukrainsko-
polskich w kontek$cie integracji europejskiej oraz nowych wyzwan w zakresie
bezpieczenstwa.

Takie kierunki pozwolg kompleksowo oceni¢ potencjal i ograniczenia partnerstwa
ukrainsko-polskiego, a takze przyczynig si¢ do sformutowania rekomendacji na rzecz
dalszego wzmacniania relacji dwustronnych.

OF THE “GREAT” YOGAN KORNIS IN UKRAINIAN LANDS
IN THE FIRST HALF OF THE XIXth CENTURY

Abstract.

The purpose of the presented scientific research is to highlight and comprehensively study the features
of public activity and entrepreneurial experience of J. Kornis, to analyze the influence of the extraordinary
Mennonite economic system on the processes of socio-economic changes and modernization in the South of
Ukraine in the XIX-XX centuries. After all, it is well known that the rapid development and rapid expansion
of the number of colonies and the Protestant population, their qualitative changes, not least, were associated
with such historical figures and families as the Kornis, Falz-Feyns, Folborts, Shleifers, Steingels, Schmidts,
etc. In the above-mentioned list of prominent figures of the Mennonite population of the South of Ukraine,
the Kornis surname occupies a significant place. The research methodology is based on general scientific
(analytical, systemic, structural) and special-historical (source-based, comparative, problem-chronological,
retrospective) methods, which contributed to an unbiased and reliable approach to the analysis of specific facts
of the history of the Mennonite family and the demonstration of the logic of the development of the individual
in the historical process. The scientific novelty of the processed material and the obtained results lies in the
attempt to single out some specific virtues and talents of the hero of our investigation, which allowed him to
become not only a large landowner, but also a reformer-entrepreneur, whose authority and influence became
an example for many generations of passionaries of the Ukrainian South. Research results. The emphasis
is on the personal contribution of the prominent public figure J. Kornis — one of the founders of the creation
of Mennonite settlements in the Tavria province. It is emphasized that the German Mennonites organically
joined the economic life of the region, making a significant contribution to the socio-economic development of
Southern Ukraine. German immigrants were able to create an agronomic complex that included the production
of agricultural products and enterprises for its processing. They brought their experience, knowledge and
worldview to the economy and culture of Ukraine.

The purpose of this study is to analyze the main approaches to understanding the history
of Chan/Zen Buddhism in twentieth- and early twenty-first-century Western Buddhist
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studies and to clarify the transformation of historiographical models of its interpretation.
The article examines the works of H. Dumoulin, D. T. Suzuki, T. G. Foulk, and J. McRae
as representative examples of different ways of reconstructing the history of Chan/Zen.
The methodology of the study is based on historiographical, historical-philosophical, and
comparative analysis, which makes it possible to trace the shift in scholarly perspective
from modern interpretations to the critical reconsideration of established narratives. The
scientific novelty of the article lies in the fact that Chan/Zen Buddhism is considered not
only as a historical-religious phenomenon, but also as an object of academic reflection,
the image of which is shaped by research strategies and modes of reconstructing the past.
The article demonstrates that in Suzuki’s interpretation, Chan/Zen appears primarily as an
immediate experience of awakening, whereas in Dumoulin’s works the emphasis is placed
on the historical continuity of the tradition and the concrete forms of its development in
China and Japan. At the same time, the critical approaches of Foulk and McRae shift attention
from the search for an “authentic” history to the analysis of the mechanisms through which
genealogies, narratives, and historical memory are constructed. Particular attention is paid
to how different models of describing Chan/Zen influence the very understanding of the
object of research and the limits of'its historical reconstruction. The results of the study show
that the history of Chan/Zen Buddhism in contemporary scholarship appears as a complex
historiographical construct, and that its description depends on methodological perspective,
intellectual context, and the research tasks set by the scholar. It has been established that
the history of Chan/Zen Buddhism has been interpreted in Western scholarship within the
framework of various historiographical models — ranging from modern synthetic narratives
to a critical analysis of the mechanisms by which tradition is constructed.

Abstract
The purpose of the article is to study the history of the development of social and inclusive tourism
in the world and in Ukraine in the XXth — the first quarter of the XXIst century.

Scientific novelty. An analysis of the history of the development of social and inclusive tourism in the
world and Ukraine in the 20th —, the first quarter of the 21st century was carried out. Various aspects of
social tourism are described: how social tourism is perceived in different socio-cultural and geographical
conditions; what elements of social tourism are excluded; how the demography of potential socially
excluded groups changes. The study also explains the trends in special forms of tourism and their
significance for social inclusion in tourism. Research results. The relationship between inclusive tourism
and social integration is studied, the importance of the participation of persons with disabilities in tourist
events and programs from the point of view of world experience is highlighted. Emphasis is placed on
the need to realize the importance and implementation of inclusive design for individuals with special
needs in terms of world experience and history. The key problems faced by people with disabilities when
participating in tourism activities in the world and in Ukraine are highlighted, as well as innovative
solutions for creating a more inclusive and comfortable tourist environment are proposed. The benefits
of an affordable tourism industry for people with special needs are described, such as expanded social
support, social progress, and welfare work. Conclusions were made about the need to institutionalize
social and inclusive tourism in Ukraine, develop service quality standards, create program registers,
develop partnerships and a comprehensive approach to the formation of a barrier-free environment as a
factor of sustainable development.

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HISTORICAL TRENDS OF THE FORMATION

Absract
The purpose of the article is to study historical trends, periods, conditions and factors that have
influenced and influence the development of the restaurant business in the Mediterranean. The research
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methodology covers a wide range of general scientific and specialized methods based on modern
scientific principles of economics and related disciplines. The following methods were used in this
study: monographic method; analysis and synthesis was used to analyze the dynamics and directions of
development of gastronomic tourism in the Mediterranean, as well as to identify local features. Analysis
allowed to divide the phenomenon into separate components, and synthesis — to combine the obtained
data for a holistic understanding.

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USE OF HISTORICAL AND CULTURAL HERITAGE
IN THE BRANDING OF TOURIST DESTINATIONS
OF THE ADRIATIC REGION

Abstract.

The purpose of the study is to analyze the role of historical and cultural heritage in the formation of
competitive brands for tourist destinations in the Adriatic region and to substantiate effective approaches
to integrating this heritage into marketing strategies to increase their competitiveness and ensure
sustainable development. The research methodology is based on the application of methods of analysis
and synthesis, case study, comparative geographical method, systematization, and generalization.
The scientific novelty lies in the comprehensive analysis of the branding of tourist destinations in the
Adriatic region. The unique positioning of these destinations in the tourist services market is outlined.
The role of historical and cultural heritage in territory branding is highlighted. Research results. It has
been determined that the leaders in brand development are Croatia and Slovenia, which have clearly
structured identities and consistent branding strategies. The leaders also include Montenegro and Italy.
A characteristic feature of Montenegro’s tourism image remains its unique natural resource potential,
alongside the growing role of the historical and cultural component. Italy, despite the global strength of
the national brand, is characterized by less pronounced regional specialization within the Adriatic coast.
Albania’s tourism brand is assessed as being in formation, and integrating historical and cultural heritage
into the marketing communication strategy will significantly strengthen the country’s positioning in
the international tourism market. A low level of tourism brand development is characteristic of Bosnia
and Herzegovina, yet the country has significant potential for cultural, event, and ecological tourism. It
has been established that the effective integration of historical and cultural heritage into the marketing
strategies of tourist destinations should combine authentic cultural resources with modern branding and
communication tools.

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TRADITIONS OF THE PEOPLES
OF CENTRAL ASIA AT THE PRESENT STAGE

Abstract

The purpose of this study is to highlight the historical and cultural identity of the peoples of Central
Asia as an important factor of identity, as well as the transformation of their traditions at the present
stage. Furthermore, the publication aims to outline the contribution of Central Asian ethnic groups to
the intangible cultural heritage of humanity and the prospects for using its elements for the development
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of international tourism. The methodological basis of the research is formed by the principles of
objectivity and historicism. Depending on the tasks set, both universal methods of scientific cognition
(analysis, synthesis, classification, comparative) and methods inherent to specific sciences (civilizational,
comparative-historical, descriptive) were used. Research results. The peoples living in the states of
Central Asia are characterized by a unique complex of traditions and customs formed under the influence
of geographical and historical factors. Long-term coexistence at the «meeting point» of East and West, the
arrival of Islam in these territories, and the Soviet past have led to the existence of many similar cultural
features, ethical norms, and behavioral stereotypes among these peoples. They are manifested primarily
in the patriarchal foundations on which both social and family relations in these communities are based.
Central Asia remains, in general, a traditionalist region. At the same time, the complex of traditions of
each ethnic group contains features determined by the historical path of the people. The modern culture
of the region is the result of a synthesis of the traditions of agricultural oasis dwellers and steppe nomads.
Overcoming the Soviet past, the states of Central Asia pursue policies aimed at developing national
culture, as well as restoring and preserving national traditions. An important aspect of this policy is the
popularization of their own intangible cultural heritage and its involvement as a powerful resource for the
development of international tourism.

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POST-SOVIET HISTORIANS IN THE CONTEXT
OF METHODOLOGICAL TRANSFORMATION:
THE WORLDVIEW DIMENSION

Abstract

The purpose of this article is to analyze the methodological and worldview paradoxes of Ukrainian
post-Soviet historians in the context of the transformation of historical knowledge following Ukraine’s
independence. The main focus is on the contradictions between the declared break with the Soviet
historiographical tradition and the findings of contemporary historical studies. The research methodology
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is characterized by the use of general scientific methods—analysis, synthesis, induction, and deduction;
specialized scientific methods—problem-chronological, genetic, and historical-systemic; as well as the
application of the principles of objectivity and historicism. The scientific novelty lies in a comprehensive
study of post-Soviet historiography, as well as in the analysis of key contradictions. For the first time,
an attempt has been made to systematize the transformations in post-Soviet historiographical research.
Research results. Post-Soviet historiography is characterized by a combination of new methodological
approaches with established Soviet historical ideology, which is clearly evident in the selection of topics
and the construction of new historical narratives. Overcoming these paradoxes is possible only through
the complete decolonization of Ukrainian historiography and a critical re-examination of the historical
legacy. Overcoming the ideological and methodological paradoxes of post-Soviet historians is a decisive
step toward creating a new national historiography that meets the demands of the modern era. At the same
time, this process is neither linear nor straightforward: it is accompanied by numerous debates, theoretical
controversies, and the need to maintain a balance between new, often foreign methods and the traditions
inherent in the history of specific countries. However, post-Soviet historians are gradually finding new
ways to adapt to the contemporary academic context, developing methods that allow for a deeper and
more critical understanding of history as part of global processes.

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UKRAINE’S INTANGIBLE CULTURAL HERITAGE
AS A TOURISM RESOURCE
Abstract

The purpose of the article is to provide a comprehensive scientific analysis of Ukraine’s intangible
cultural heritage as a potentially powerful tourist resource, to determine its role in the formation of
competitive tourist products, and to identify opportunities for integrating traditional practices, rituals, crafts,
and folklore into the modern tourism industry. The methods and methodology. The methodological basis
of the study is a systematic approach that allows intangible cultural heritage to be considered as an integral
socio-cultural phenomenon and resource for tourism development: analysis and synthesis, comparative,
statistical, systematisation and classification methods. The scientific novelty lies in an in-depth theoretical
and methodological justification of the concept of Ukraine’s intangible cultural heritage as an independent
and highly promising tourist resource. Research results. Typological groups of intangible cultural heritage
elements with the greatest tourism potential have been systematised, and criteria for their involvement in
tourism activities (authenticity, representativeness, safety, communication accessibility) have been defined.
The approach to assessing the tourist attractiveness of intangible heritage has been improved by combining
cultural and marketing parameters, which allows for the creation of competitive tourist products. A
conceptual model for integrating elements of intangible cultural heritage into the tourism space of Ukraine’s
regions has been developed, opening up new opportunities for the sustainable development of cultural
and educational tourism. It has been established that Ukraine’s intangible cultural heritage is a significant
resource for shaping national tourist identity and can ensure the development of competitive tourist products,
provided that it is properly interpreted and its authenticity is preserved. The current composition of elements
of Ukrainian intangible cultural heritage included in the UNESCO representative lists and the national list
has been analysed, and their differentiated tourism potential has been determined.

PILGRIMAGE AS A TYPE OF TRAVEL THE MIDDLE AGES
(V=XV CENTURIES)

Abstract
The purpose of the study is highlighting the phenomenon of pilgrimage as one of the main types
of travel in the Middle Ages.Methodology. In the process of research, the path of dominance of the
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principles and methods of cognition was chosen, the choice of which was determined by approaches to the
disclosure of the topic, assigned tasks and the specifics of the sources. The principles of historicism and
objectivity were used through the use of comparative-historical, retrospective, historical-chronological
and source integrity methods. As part of studying the nature and purpose of believers’ travels to holy
places, general scientific research methods — such as induction and deduction are used. The biographical
method made it possible to investigate the main features of the movement of pilgrims through the prism of
the personal experience of its participants. Scientific novelty. The main reasons for European pilgrimage
in the Middle Ages and the process of preparing travelers for pilgrimage are highlighted; to characterize
the main directions of movement of European pilgrims; the main objects of pilgrimage of the Middle
Ages are identified. It has been proven that starting from the 14th century. religious pilgrimages gradually
increasingly lose the signs of an act of deep inner religious duty, turning into an «external attribute» of
aristocratic piety. Research results. In today’s conditions, when the pilgrimage movement is not just
one type of journey, but also a resource that contributes to the restoration of the individual’s physical and
spiritual forces, his inner self-development, the experience of the past has not lost both its cognitive and
practical significance. The key to the further progress of mankind is not only the development of science,
technology, and education but also a deep spiritual transformation of each individual, the search for
one’s own «Ya». For the population of modern Ukraine, experiencing the horrors of war, this is perhaps
one way of psychological recovery and development of stability. And in this sense, the study of the
phenomenon of «grace travel» can be important for finding ways to effectively social policy in the future.

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EVOLUTION OF MUSIC TOURISM IN THE CONDITIONS
OF GLOBALIZATION: ANALYSIS OF WORLD TRENDS
AND UKRAINIAN REALITIES

Abstract
The purpose of the article is to identify the key patterns of the evolution of music tourism in the
context of globalization, to analyze modern world trends with the dynamics and specifics of development in
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Ukraine. Methods and methodology of conducting the study. The methodological basis of the work is:
the method of theoretical research, induction and deduction, observation, comparison, analysis and synthesis.
The methodology is based on the principles of: systematicity, scientificity, objectivity, determinism, unity
of external influences and internal conditions of development. Scientific novelty of the research. The
evolution of music tourism challenges — ranging from infrastructural to security and digital — has been
systematized, and the industry’s high resilience to global changes has been proven. The industry’s transition
to a hybrid event model has been substantiated, where digitalization serves as a tool for scaling the tourist
experience rather than a competitive factor. It has been demonstrated that the application of flexible pricing
strategies and package deals is critical for reducing travel costs in contemporary economic conditions.
Research results. The expansion of the music tourism industry to a new historical maximum in 2024-2026
has been predicted and recorded. The status of music events as a key factor in socio-cultural integration and
a driver of cultural diplomacy in conditions of global instability has been substantiated. It is emphasised
that organisers and participants in music events continue to adapt to these changes by developing new
strategies to improve service quality and meet audience needs. Despite its vulnerability to external factors,
such as economic crises and security challenges, music tourism retains its status as a dynamic industry
with high potential for recovery. It remains a powerful tool for socio-cultural integration, uniting the global
community around shared artistic values and unique cultural experiences.
